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Promotion Requirements 
 
1. Most high school subjects are worth five (5) points each for a full year. 

• at Quincy High School, in grades nine (9) and ten (10) a minimum of five (5) subjects, for a total of 25 points must be 
passed per year. In grades 11 and 12, a minimum of seven (7) subjects for a total of 35 points per year must be 
passed. 

2. A student must pass: 
• at Quincy High School at least five subjects, for a minimum of 25 points, to achieve grade 10 status. 

3. A student must accumulate: 
• at Quincy High School 50 points, achieved by adding together the points from grades 9 and 10, to arrive at grade 11 

status. 
4. A student must accumulate: 

• at Quincy High School 85 points, achieved by adding together the points from grades 9, 10, and 11 to arrive at grade 
12 status. 

5. At Quincy High School a minimum of 120 points, achieved by adding together the points from grades 9, 10, 11, and 12, is 
required for graduation. 

6. There are certain subjects students must take in order to achieve the above-mentioned points and be eligible for

Graduation Requirements 
 
1. All students must pass the English, Mathematics, and Science Massachusetts Comprehensive Assessment System 
(MCAS). 
2. Each student must acquire a minimum in the subjects listed below. Additional courses in each sequence will be required to 
meet the 120 points minimum graduation requirement at Quincy High School. To be eligible for graduation, students must take 
sequences in at least 4 major subject areas, or equivalent Technical majors. Sequences are to be selected from Business 
Technology, English, Foreign Languages, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, or Technical Programs.

** Mathematics-Fifteen (15) points required in mathematics. Ten (10) of the fifteen (15) points in mathematics are to come from 
the Mathematics Program of Studies. The additional five (5) points should come from mathematics, business mathematics, or 
Accounting. Students are encouraged to take computer science courses; however, these courses may only be taken in addition to 
the fifteen (15) points required in mathematics. 

Course Eligibility Requirements 
 

Prerequisites:  Students must pass each year of a course within the subject area before taking the next 
course in the sequence. 
 
To continue in each sequential course of studies, a student should attain teacher approval or the following: 

• Honors level:  Minimum grade 75 
• Advanced level:  Minimum grade 80 

 
To advance to a higher level of studies a student should attain teacher approval or: 

• A final average of 90 or higher at the Standard level to move to Honors 
• A final average of 90 or higher at the Honors level to move to Advanced

Some courses may have additional pre-requisites.  See course description for additional information.  
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Students enrolled in Career Major programs must meet the requirements for English, mathematics, science, social studies, and must 
pass their three (3) year occupational sequence. The proper sequence in terms of years and accumulated points must be taken. 
3. All students are required to take and pass 2 years of foreign language during their freshman and sophomore years. 

 

Academic Credits 
 

1. The term "points" reflects academic credit issued for the amount of work normally covered in assigned classes that meet 
regularly for a year or portion thereof. 
At Quincy High School five (5) points are issued for a class that meets approximately 176 minutes each four day cycle, or 
equivalent, for one year. A proportional number of points may be issued to reflect the intensity of a course or for a course 
meeting less or more time than the five point courses. 

2. Physical Education is required through Grade 12 or as designated by the Quincy Public School Committee. 
3. A principal has discretion to award quarter, half, or three quarter credit for partial completion of course requirements. 
4. Full year courses may be taken by semester at half the point value stated for the year, upon approval of the principal and when 

possible to schedule. 
5. Students registered in, and who successfully complete Summer School, Winter School, or other alternative program 
courses may be awarded promotional/graduation points by the high school principal. Prior approval for participation in those 
courses must be given by the respective high school principal or designee. 

6. Requirements for Career and Technical Certification - All students who successfully complete their course of study will 
receive a High School Diploma and a Certificate of Technical Proficiency. Any student, with significant absences, including 
suspensions, cannot accrue the necessary shop hours and related instruction to be eligible for a Technical Certificate. 

 
Information for Parents of College Bound Students 

 
In general, colleges require 16 high school units to be taken in grades 9, 10, 11, and 12. A unit is the equivalent of taking a subject 
for a full school year, one class period per cycle. Electives should be selected to meet specific college requirements. This Program 
of Studies contains the courses usually required for admissions to college, but college catalogues should be consulted for possible 
variations. Five (5) points are equivalent to one (1) college entrance unit. 
 
It is recommended that students planning to attend a college/university for a baccalaureate degree should enroll in the following 
subjects: 4 years of English, 3 years of college math, 4 years of laboratory science, 4 years of social studies, and 3 years of foreign 
language. These subjects should be considered minimum college application requirements. All members of the class of 2003 and 
beyond are required to pass two years of a foreign language during their freshman and sophomore years. 
 
Accelerated and/or advanced placement (per College Entrance Examination Board) courses are offered for students who can under 
take advanced work in English, mathematics, science, or social studies. It is possible to elect a business technology or a technical 
sequence and achieve entrance requirements for certain colleges.

Each grade nine student will spend one term in 
each of these courses, which will act as pathways to the programs that are available in the Arts, Humanities, and 
Science/Math/Technology Academies.

Arts Academy – That’s Entertainment 
In this one-term course, which will showcase Quincy High School’s diverse cultures, and with the collaboration of our many arts 
departments, students will participate in a one-act musical play, create a costume, prepare a meal, build a stage set, design a 
playbill, and videotape a production. 
 
Humanities Academy – Life is a Journey 
In this one-term course, students will participate in events to understand and address issues to prepare them for life after high 
school, both locally and globally.  Students will engage in career planning, health and wellness seminars, leadership and self-
exploration activities, proper nutrition guidance, youth in government, citizenship development, and personal finance preparation.   
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Science, Math, and Technology Academy – Click into Technology

The English courses offered by the Quincy Public Schools are aligned with

8. Decode accurately and understand new words encountered in their reading materials, drawing on a variety of strategies as 

needed, and then use these words accurately to speaking and writing. 
9. Identify the basic facts and essential ides in what they have read, heard, or viewed.  
10. Demonstrate an understanding of the characteristics of different genres. 
11. Identify, analyze, and apply knowledge of theme in literature and provide evidence from the text to support their 

understanding. 
12. Identify, analyze, and apply knowledge of the structure and elements of fiction and provide evidence from the text to support 

their understanding. 
13. Identify, analyze, and apply knowledge of the structure, elements, and meaning of nonfiction or informational material and 

provide evidence from the text to support their meaning. 
14. Identify, analyze, and apply knowledge of the structure, elements, and theme of poetry and provide evidence from the text to 

support their understanding. 
15. Identify and analyze how an author's choice of words appeals to the senses, creates imagery, suggests, moods, and sets tone. 
16. Interpret the meaning of literary works, non-fiction films and media by using different critical lenses and analytic techniques. 
17. Plan and present effective dramatic readings, recitations, and performances that demonstrate appropriate consideration of 

audience and purpose. 
18. Write compositions with a clear focus, logically related ideas to develop it and adequate supporting detail. 
19. Improve organization, content, paragraph development, level of detail, style, tone, and word choice in revising their 

compositions. 
20. Use their knowledge of standard English conventions for sentence structure, usage, punctuation, capitalization, and spelling 

to edit their writing. 
21. Use self-generated questions, note-taking, summarizing, precise writing, and outlining to enhance learning when reading or 

writing. 
22. Use open-ended research questions, different sources of information, and appropriate research methods to gather 

information for research projects. 
23. Develop and use rhetorical, logical and stylistic criteria for assessing final versions of their compositions or research projects 

before presenting them to varied audiences. 
24. Obtain information by using a variety of media and evaluate the quality of the information obtained. 
25. Explain how techniques used in electronic media modify traditional forms of discourse for different aesthetic and rhetorical 

purposes. 
26. Design and create coherent media productions with a clear focus, adequate detail, and consideration of audience and 

purpose. 
The Advanced Program meets the requirements of the College Entrance Examination Board "Acorn" book by offering three years 
of an intensive reading of British and American literature followed by a Placement course that is the equivalent of a college-level 
introductory writing course. Although the four years are intended to offer sequential growth, students may enter the program at the 
start of any one of the four years.  Students must receive a year-end grade of no less than 70 in each year in order to continue on in 
the program. 
 
0124 Advanced Placement Language and Composition   Gr. 11 - 5 points 
The purpose of this course is to improve students’ critical thinking, reading, and writing skills while also helping them to develop a 
greater appreciation for American literature.  The class focuses on the use of rhetoric in written and oral communication.  Readings 
will include essays, memoirs, novels, poems, and dramas by a diverse group of authors writing for a variety of purposes.  Writing 
assignments and projects will be varied and will enable students to develop proficiency in narrative, expository, argumentative, and 
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persuasive modes. 
Prerequisite:  Successful completion of grade 10 Advanced English (Students may move up to the advanced level from honors, 

with teacher approval) 

 
0134 Advanced Placement Literature & Composition   Gr. 12 - 5 points 
This is a writing-intensive course designed to prepare students to succeed in English at the college level.  Students will learn 
various structural and literary theories and apply them to literature as old as ancient Greek and Sumerian epics and as recent as 20th 
century novels.  Between those two extremes, they’ll encounter classical tragedy, folk lore, Shakespearean drama, Absurdist 
Theater, and assorted poetry.  Although the focus of the course is squarely on the analytical essay, students will have opportunities 
to do a number of other types of writing, including a year-long creative writing project.  The course also includes at least one major 
group presentation.  
Prerequisite: Successful completion of English 9-11 Advanced.  A student may move up to advanced from honors with teacher 

approval. 

 

0115 British Literature – Advanced     Gr. 10 - 5 points 
This course offers a study of the British literary tradition that demonstrates its impact on contemporary literature and the ideology 
of our society. An intense study of symbol/motif, allusion, archetype, and tone prepares students for a more critical analysis of 
literary texts ranging from Beowulf to The Curious Incident of the Dog in the Nighttime.  In addition to novels, students critically 
examine poetry, drama and film within the context of the British literary tradition and its influence. During the year, students 
concentrate on SAT/content-based vocabulary as well as PSAT-focused grammar. Though the class includes creative writing, there 
is an emphasis on literary analysis essays, including outlining, logic, and metacognitive work. 
Prerequisite: Successful completion of English 9 Advanced.  A student may move up to advanced from honors with teacher 

approval. 

 
0150 Creative Writing – Honors     Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points 
This course is for students who enjoy writing. They will use their imaginations to develop innovative stories, poems, and vignettes. 
The students will learn the importance of being concrete in writing and will try to improve word choice to make writing more 
effective. They will analyze points of view, protagonist/antagonist roles, mood, foreshadowing, and inference tactics. There will be 
frequent writing activities. 
Prerequisites:  This course is taken in addition to a regular English class.  Students may be in the 1lth or 12th grade. 

 

0101* English 9 – Standard      Gr. 9 - 5 points 
This team-taught class is designed to build confidence and skills in students. This course develops the fundamental skills in 
English. Through language study, the student learns the parts of speech, types of sentence structure, the rules of grammar, 
punctuation, vocabulary, and spelling. Reading comprehension is improved through the analysis of plot, setting, characterization, 
mood, and theme in various types of main ideas, and opinions. Compositions of various types are geared to increase the range of a 
student's self-expression. Appropriate library skills are introduced and/or reinforced.  Individual and group presentations are given 
both formally and informally. MCAS preparation is ongoing throughout the year. 
Prerequisite:  The approval of both the SPED and English Department Chairs. 

 
0102, 9301* English 9 – Standard     Gr. 9 - 5 points 
This course develops the fundamental skills in English.  Through language study, the student learns parts of speech, types of 
sentence structure, the rules of grammar, punctuation, vocabulary, and spelling.  Reading comprehension is improved through the 
analysis of plot, setting, characterization, mood, and theme in various types of literature.  From the reading, the student is expected 
to find inferences, main ideas, and opinions.  Appropriate library skills are introduced and/or reinforced.  Individual and group 
presentations are given both formally and informally. MCAS preparation is ongoing throughout the year. 
 
0103 English 9 – Honors      Gr. 9 - 5 points 
Any college bound student should take this course. The skills necessary for success on the MCAS, SAT Reasoning and SAT 
Subject Tests are stressed. In reading, the student develops the ability to find purpose, cause and effect relationships, main idea, 
opinion, and inference. The course includes vocabulary building, and grammar analysis is a major part of the work. Students build 
their writing skills from the paragraph to the three to five paragraph essay. Outside reading is expected from all students. 
 
0104 English 9 – Advanced      Gr. 9 - 5 points 
Incoming 9th graders are introduced to the Language Arts skills necessary for continuing success in the Advanced Program. The 
students are expected to identify word connotations, irony, main idea, directly stated details, and inferences in various types of 
literature. Examination of several novels, such as Haroun and the Sea of Stories and Of Mice and Men allows the development of 
the literary analysis skills of point of view, plot, characterization, theme and setting. The study of language history supplements 
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grammar and intensive vocabulary work to increase awareness of the way language is used. Shakespeare's “Julius Caesar” and a 
selection of epic poetry provide the basis for work on figurative language and poetry skills. Writing assignments develop skills 
necessary for the formal five paragraph essay. 
 
0106*English 10 – Standard      Gr. 10 - 5 points 
This team-taught class is designed to build confidence and skills in students. In composition, the students are expected to master the 
basic skills of sentence structuring, writing logic, expression of ideas in organized paragraphs, and vocabulary building. In reading, 
units on biography, the newspaper, drama, poetry, short stories and the novel are offered. These units are utilized to reinforce 
objectives of separating fact from opinion, understanding characteristics of different genres, recognizing figurative language, and 
seeing the relationship between the author’s purpose and his/her organization of ideas. Media skills are reviewed through the 
assignment of research projects. Finally MCAS preparation is ongoing throughout the year. 
Prerequisites:  Successful completion of grade 9 English.  The approval of both the SPED and English Department Chairs. 

 
0112, 9302* English 10 – Standard     Gr. 10 - 5 points 
In composition, the students are expected to master the basic skills of sentence structuring, writing logic, expression of ideas in 
organized paragraphs, and vocabulary building. In reading, units on biography, the newspaper, drama, poetry, short stories, and the 
novel are offered. These units are utilized to reinforce objectives on separating fact from opinion, understanding characteristics of 
different genres, recognizing figurative language, and seeing the relationship between an author's purpose and his/her organization 
of ideas. Media skills are reviewed through the assignment of research projects. Finally, MCAS preparation is ongoing throughout 
the year. 
 
0113 English 10 – Honors      Gr. 10 - 5 points 
This course is designed to strengthen the skills the student will need for success in college and on the MCAS exam. The following 
objectives are stressed: the improvement of writing, expansion of grammar and usage skill, and the development of thinking skills. 
Reading skills are improved through literature, which may include the Bible (as a source of literary allusions), British and 
American poetry, classic and modern novels (such as A Separate Peace and Lord of the Flies), and Shakespeare's Macbeth. 
 

0122, 9358* English 11 – Standard     Gr. 11 - 5 points 
The class should be taken by those who will benefit from instruction in the following basic skill areas: vocabulary building, 
spelling, grammar, punctuation, note-taking, sentence structuring, expression of ideas in organized paragraphs, essays, and reading 
comprehension. The literature is organized according to genre. An understanding of literary elements and an appreciation of the 
way literature relates to real-life are the main goals. 
 
0123 English 11 – Honors      Gr. 11 - 5 points 
College bound Honor students work on SAT Review, vocabulary building, and expository writing. The literature offered has a wide 
range of subject matter and includes the study of Mythology, Archetyping, Fantasy, Utopian Projections, a Shakespearean play, and 
Manners and Morés.  The concepts studied in the readings will be viewed as they apply to all facets of modem life. The overall aim 
of the course will be to show the student the wide effects of literature and language on the way we live. 
 
0132, 9360* English 12 – Standard     Gr. 12 - 5 points 
Modern, high-interest literature will be presented in project-based theme units that incorporate writing, critical thinking skills, 
vocabulary, inquiry, grammar, and character study.  Students will also work with short stories, current events (non-fiction works), 
and film.  Real-world preparation will be emphasized with resume writing and a consistent goal-oriented approach to life beyond 
high school. 
 
0133 English 12 – Honors      Gr. 12 - 5 points 
This course, designed for college-bound students, consists of four major units supplemented by vocabulary drill and SAT 
preparation. The four major units focus upon the psychology of the narrative, the essay, poetry, and the signs of the ideals 
(semiotics). In the narrative unit, students apply the psychological interpretation of folk tales to modern stories.  Essay writing, an 
on-going effort throughout the course, receives special attention in a unit which uses essays by George Orwell, Adrienne Rich or 
E.B.White to help students to assess audience, tone, attention-getting devices, personal, narrative point of view as they affect the 
message of the essay. In the poetry unit, students review conventions and mechanics of poetry in the works of Robert Frost and 
other American poets. The Man of La Mancha and Shane provide the basis for a study of the signs of ideal, a study of the way the 
signs imbedded in the text of stories reflect the author's intent and audience assumptions. 
 
0136 English Enrichment Studies – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
Students who have failed a full-year course in English may take this course one time to make up one year’s English credit towards 
the graduation requirement.  This is a literature-based program that emphasizes work in a small class setting with reinforcement of 
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reading and writing fluency that connects to real life.  Students will analyze and interpret core literature (both fiction and non-
fiction) through inferential questioning, discussion, vocabulary acquisition, and well-developed and coherent essay writing. 
 
0175 Film Studies - Standard      Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points  

0176 Film Studies - Honors      Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points  
This class focuses on cinema as a narrative medium worth studying and analyzing in much the same way as literature, with special 
attention paid to the language and technology history of film.  Students will learn to identify and “read” specific film techniques 
while also developing an appreciation for how style helps reinforce a film’s plot line.  Students will also examine how technology 
(sound, color, widescreen presentation) have influenced the way films are made, marketed, and received. 
 
The course is available to all juniors and seniors.  Seniors will receive priority in scheduling.  This one semester class can be taken 
in conjunction with another one semester English elective to give seniors a full year of English credit, eliminating the need to take a 
full-year English. With permission from the teacher and the department head, juniors or seniors who need to make up a year’s 
credit can take it in addition to a full-year class to earn English credit towards graduation.   Students not needing the English points 
can simply take the class for elective credit.   
 
0142 Journalism – Honors      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 2.5 points  
Students in this course will assess the media in various forms, notably, newspapers, magazines, and television.  An equal amount of 
time will be spent writing in formats appropriate for those media and reading examples from current and past sources.  Students 
will be encouraged to participate in the planning, writing, editing and production of the student newspaper, “The Pony Express”. 
Prerequisites:  This course is taken in addition to a regular English class.  Students may be in 10

th
, 11

th
, 

or
 12

th
 grade. 

 
0181 Science-fiction and Fantasy - Standard     Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points  

0182 Science-fiction and Fantasy - Honors     Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points  
Despite being often overlooked as “not real literature”, the genres of fantasy and science fiction can provide the backdrop for 
powerful and meaningful story-telling.  Using short stories, novels, and film, this course will explore the contributions of both 
genres to the world of significant literature.  
The course is available to all juniors and seniors.  Seniors will receive priority in scheduling.  This one semester class can be taken 
in conjunction with another one semester English elective to give seniors a full year of English credit, eliminating the need to take a 
full-year English. With permission from the teacher and the department head, juniors or seniors who need to make up a year’s 
credit can take it in addition to a full-year class to earn English credit towards graduation.   Students not needing the English points 
can simply take the class for elective credit.   
 
0165 Sights, Sounds and Forms in Poetry - Standard   Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points 

0166 Sights, Sounds and Forms in Poetry – Honors   Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points 
Students will explore poetic devices—specifically regarding sight effects, sound effects, and form—and how they work to create 
meaning in a poem. Students will critically look at a variety of poems from many different literary traditions.  As part of the course, 
students will create their own poetry, experimenting with various forms and poetic devices. There will be a performance component 
to the course.  
 
The course is available to all juniors and seniors.  Seniors will receive priority in scheduling.  This one semester class can be taken 
in conjunction with another one semester English elective to give seniors a full year of English credit, eliminating the need to take a 
full-year English. With permission from the teacher and the department head, juniors or seniors who need to make up a year’s 
credit can take it in addition to a full-year class to earn English credit towards graduation.   Students not needing the English points 
can simply take the class for elective credit.   
 
0185 Sports Literature - Standard      Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points  

0186 Sports Literature - Honors      Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points  
This course will address essential questions of the significance of sports in literature.  Since many sports-based pieces of literature 
involve mythological themes, students will study allusions and parallels between certain ancient myths and modern sports-centered 
literature.  Recurring themes/motifs such as the underdog, revenge, reincarnation/comebacks, tragic heroes, and sports as a bonding 
experience will be examined.  Possible texts include novels such as The Natural, short stories such as “Cinderella Man,” poems 
such as “Cobb Would Have Caught It,” and films such as Hoosiers. 
The course is available to all juniors and seniors.  Seniors will receive priority in scheduling.  This one semester class can be taken 
in conjunction with another one semester English elective to give seniors a full year of English credit, eliminating the need to take a 
full-year English. With permission from the teacher and the department head, juniors or seniors who need to make up a year’s 
credit can take it in addition to a full-year class to earn English credit towards graduation.   Students not needing the English points 
can simply take the class for elective credit.   
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0198 Transitional English 1 – Standard     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course includes literature, reading comprehension, writing, vocabulary development, library use and grammar.  It is 
appropriate for both college and non-college bound students. 
Prerequisite: The ELL teacher should recommend student. 

 

0199 Transitional English 2 – Standard 

This course is designed to provide extra support to former ELL students and to get them accustomed to reading and writing more 
effectively at a faster pace.  Entry into this course will be by teacher recommendation only.  Students who would benefit from 
continued support may enter this course after completing Transition English.  Other students may be placed directly into 
Transitional English 2, skipping Transitional 1, if their Advanced ESL teachers believe such a placement to be in the student’s best 
interest. 

 

English Language Learner Programs 
 
This program includes courses designed to provide instruction for students who have limited English proficiency. The ELL 
program is divided into levels of Beginning, Low Intermediate, Intermediate, Advanced and Literacy Skills. An interdepartmental 
program of studies is available in Business Education, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, and Career and Technical Studies. It 
is a city-wide program, located at Quincy High School, available to limited English speakers throughout the city.  The three level 
literacy and skills classes are recommended for students with interrupted education or for those whose first language literacy is 
incomplete.

0296, 0297 Advanced ELL – Standard     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Advanced ELL continues instruction in the four language skills on a more sophisticated level. There is more emphasis on 
comprehension and composition. Students are expected to complete essays, research papers and read novels. 
 

0290, 0291, 0292 Beginning ELL – Standard    Gr. 9, 10, 11 - 5 points 
Beginning ELL introduces the student to the four language skills of listening, speaking, reading and writing. It develops in the 
student an ability to communicate in the English language. Students may be enrolled in from one to four ELL classes, depending on 
their language need and may remain in the beginning level for more than one year. 
 

0204 *ELL Academic Support – Standard    Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points 
This course is specifically designed for the ELL students who need extra academic support. Study skills, time management, extra 
language support and individual student needs will be addressed in small groups. The course will meet two days per cycle for a full 
year. 
*Department Head approval required. 

 

0203 ELL Citizenship – Standard     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points  
This semester elective is designed for low to intermediate ELL students. It is designed to prepare students for becoming good 
citizens on multiple levels: school community, city, state and United States. It will help them to improve their language skills while 
learning about cultural, societal and political differences between their native country and the U.S.   
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0279, 0289, 0299, 0209 *ELL Literacy 1, 2, 3, 4 – Standard  Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
These courses are designed for students who enter school from another country with interrupted education or for those whose 
English language literacy is incomplete. Reading with phonics, basic grammar, sentence and paragraph writing, vocabulary 
building, and pronunciation are emphasized. This course offered at three levels is usually combined with ELL Skills. Students are 
transitioned into ELL classes as soon as they are ready. 
*Department Head approval required. 
 

0278, 0288, 0298 *ELL Skills 1, 2, 3– Standard    Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
These courses at three levels are usually combined with ELL Literacy. They emphasize basic language in the four language 
learning areas: Listening, Speaking, Reading, and Writing at the appropriate level of literacy. ELL Skills can also be included with 
other ELL Courses. 
*Department Head approval required. 

 
0202 ELL Speech and Pronunciation – Standard   Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points 
This semester elective is specifically designed for the low-level ELL student. It focuses on improving students’ pronunciation of 
English and help to increase their interpersonal and academic speaking skills, giving them confidence to participate in class and 
with their English-speaking peers.  
 

0201 ELL Wellness- Standard      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points 
This semester elective is specifically designed for the ELL student, many of whom are new arrivals to the country. In this course, 
students will improve their English skills by learning new wellness-related concepts and vocabulary and will be introduced to 
beneficial healthy living practices and strategies in their new culture. The class will focus on topics such physical, social and 
emotional health, safety and prevention, and personal and community health information. 
 
0295 *Integrated Academics – Standard    Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Integrated Academics is an introduction to the content areas for English Language Learner students. It is suggested for students 
beginning the study of English in Beginning ELL. The class consists of reading, social studies, science and math. The students are 
in the computer lab weekly. 
 

0293, 0294 Intermediate ELL – Standard    Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Intermediate ELL continues with the four language skills. The students are reading short stories and novels at a higher reading level 
and are writing compositions. Higher-level skills are expected. 
ELL students must take both Intermediate level courses. 

 
0283, 0284 Low Intermediate ELL – Standard    Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Low Intermediate ELL continues with the four language skills. The students are reading longer passages at a higher reading level 
and are writing short compositions. The students are in the computer lab weekly. 
ELL students must take both Low Intermediate level courses. 

 
Mathematics 

 
The goals of the Quincy High School mathematics programs are consistent with the Massachusetts Curriculum Framework for 
Mathematics. Students achieve mathematical power through problem solving, communication, reasoning and making connections. 
The guiding principles of mathematics education are: 
• Students explore mathematical ideas in ways that maintain their enjoyment of and curiosity about mathematics, help them 

develop depth of understanding, and reflect real-world applications. 
• All students have access to high quality mathematics programs. 
• Mathematics is a lifelong process that begins and continues in the home and extends to school and community settings. 
• Mathematics instruction both connects with other disciplines and moves toward integration of mathematical domains. 
• Working together in teams and groups enhances mathematical learning, helps students communicate effectively, and develops 

social and mathematical skills. 
• Technology is an essential tool for effective mathematics education. 
• Mathematics assessment is a multifaceted tool that monitors student performance, improves instruction, enhances learning, and 

encourages student self-reflection. 
 
The habits of mind fostered are: 
 Working beyond the center of competence, Deepening mathematical understanding, Gaining an attitude of persistence, 
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Integrating mathematics in a network of ideas, and valuing all dimensions of mathematics. 
All mathematics programs emphasize the following content: 
 Number sense and operations, Patterns, relations and algebra, Geometry, Measurement, and Data analysis, statistics and

Prerequisites: Students must pass each year of a mathematics course before taking the next sequential course.  For students 

taking mathematics courses at the honors or advanced levels, the following prerequisites also apply. 

To continue in each sequential course of studies, a student must attain: 
 Honors Level:  Minimum Grade 75 
 Advanced Level: Minimum Grade 80 
 
1064 Advanced Placement Calculus A/B– Advanced   Gr. 12 – 5 points 
This advanced placement course consists of a full academic year of work in calculus and related topics equivalent to courses in 
colleges and universities.  It is the Calculus AB course as prescribed by the College Entrance Exam Board.  The course is intended 
for students who have a thorough knowledge of college preparatory mathematics, including algebra, axiomatic geometry, 
trigonometry, and analytic geometry (rectangular and polar coordinates, equations and graphs, lines, and conics).  It consists of a 
complete study of elementary functions (algebraic and transcendental) and calculus (differential and integral) of a single variable.  
Major topics include a library of functions, key concept: the derivative, key concept: the definite integral, short-cuts to 
differentiation, using the derivative, constructing antiderivatives, integration, using the definite integral, and differential equations. 
Prerequisite: Pre-Calculus Advanced, minimum grade 80 

Recommended Co-elective: Advanced Placement Statistics - Advanced 
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1097 Advanced Placement Computer Science – Advanced  Gr. 11, 12 – 5 points 
This advanced placement course consists of a full academic year of work in programming equivalent to courses in colleges and 
universities.  It is the Advanced Placement Computer Science course as prescribed by the College Board.  This most challenging 
programming course continues work begun in the prerequisite introductory course.  Major topics include computing in the JAVA 
language focused on entering, compiling and running a program, variables and constants, mathematical operations, strings and 
input/output, decision-making in programs, loops, functions, data files, object-oriented programming, string functions and using a 
string class, arrays, templates and vectors, multi-dimensional arrays and vectors, linked lists, stacks, queues, trees, recursion, 
searching and sorting. 
Prerequisite: Introduction to Programming and Statistics – Advanced 

 
1114 Advanced Placement Statistics – Advanced   Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This most challenging course consists of a full year of academic work in statistics equivalent to courses in colleges and universities. 
It is the Statistics course as described by the College Entrance Examination Board.  It provides a useful background for advanced 
placement students who intend to pursue studies in the areas of mathematics, computer science, the social sciences, engineering or 
the natural sciences. Major topics continue work begun in the introductory course to include looking at data distributions, looking 
at data relationships, producing data, probability, inference for distributions, inference for proportions, inference for two-way 
tables, and inference for regression. 
Prerequisite:  Introduction to Programming and Statistics 

 

1002 Algebra 1 – Standard      Gr. 9 – 5 points 
Major topics of this course include connections to algebra, the rules of algebra, solving linear equations, graphing linear equations, 
writing linear equations, solving and graphing linear inequalities, solving systems of linear equations, powers and exponents, 
quadratic equations, polynomials and factoring, using proportions and rational equations, functions, radicals and connections to 
geometry.  
Prerequisite: Grade 8 Math 

 
1003 Algebra 1 – Honors      Gr. 9 - 5 points 
Major topics of this challenging course include connections to algebra, the rules of algebra, solving linear equations, graphing 
linear equations, writing linear equations, solving and graphing linear inequalities, solving systems of linear equations, powers and 
exponents, quadratic equations, polynomials and factoring, using proportions and rational equations, functions, radicals and 
connections to geometry. 
Prerequisite:  Grade 8 Honors Math, minimum grade 75 

 
1004 Algebra 1 – Advanced       Gr. 9 - 5 points 
This most challenging, accelerated course is designed for students who have demonstrated that they have had substantial 
preparation in algebra in eighth grade. Major topics of this course include connections to algebra, the rules of algebra, solving 
linear equations, solving and graphing linear inequalities, solving systems of linear equations, powers and exponents, quadratic 
equations, polynomials and factoring, using proportions and rational equations, functions, radicals and connections to geometry. 
These topics are explored in depth through a variety of enrichment activities.  
Prerequisite: Grade 8 Honors Math, minimum grade 80 

1006*, 1007, 1009*, 9311* Algebra 1 Part A– Standard  Gr. 9 - 5 points 
This course is for freshmen only. It is the first part of a course in algebra for students who would benefit from additional time spent 
on learning the initial concepts and skills of algebra. Major topics of this course include connections to algebra, the rules of 
algebra, writing linear equations, solving and graphing linear equations, solving and graphing linear inequalities, solving systems of 
linear equations, powers and exponents, factoring, probability and statistical measures of central tendency and connections to 
geometry. 
*Teacher recommendation or approval of Department Head required 

 
1008 Algebra 1 Part A– Standard     Gr. 11 - 5 points 
This course is for juniors. It is the first part of a course in algebra for students who would benefit from additional time spent on 
learning the initial concepts and skills of algebra. Major topics of this course include connections to algebra, the rules of algebra, 
writing linear equations, solving and graphing linear equations, solving and graphing linear inequalities, solving systems of linear 
equations, powers and exponents, factoring, probability and statistical measures of central tendency and connections to geometry. 
*Teacher recommendation or approval of Department Head required 

 
1020*, 1021, 9337* Algebra 1 – Part B – Standard   Gr. 11 - 5 points 
This course is the second part of a course in algebra for students who would benefit from additional time spent on learning the 
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initial concepts and skills of algebra. Major topics of this course include a review of the foundations of algebra, quadratic equations 
polynomials and factoring, using proportions and rational equations, powers and exponents and functions.

1022 Algebra 2 – Standard      Gr. 11 - 5 points 
Topics of this course include a review of basic algebra, linear equations, systems of linear equations and inequalities, matrices and 
determinants, quadratic equations and parabolas, functions, powers, roots and radicals, exponential and logarithmic functions, 
polynomials and polynomial functions, rational functions, quadratic relations, and sequences. 
Prerequisite:  Geometry Standard 

Recommended co-elective: SAT Review 

 
1029 Algebra 2 – Standard      Gr. 12 -5 points 
This course is for seniors only. Topics of this course include a review of basic algebra, linear equations, systems of linear equations 
and inequalities, matrices and determinants, quadratic equations and parabolas, functions, powers, roots and radicals, exponential 
and logarithmic functions, polynomials and polynomial functions, rational functions, quadratic relations and sequences. 
Prerequisite: Geometry Standard 

Recommended co-elective: SAT Review 

 
1023 Algebra 2 – Honors      Gr. 11 - 5 points 
Major topics of this challenging course are a review of basic algebra, linear equations, systems of linear equations and inequalities, 
matrices and determinants, quadratic equations and parabolas, functions, powers, roots and radicals, exponential and logarithmic 
functions, polynomials and polynomial functions, rational functions, quadratic relations, sequences and series, and an introduction 
to trigonometric ratios and functions, trigonometric graphs, identities and equations, and probability and statistics. 
Prerequisite:  Geometry Honors, minimum grade 75 

Recommended co-elective: SAT Review  

 
1024 Algebra 2 – Advanced      Gr. 10- 5 points 
Major topics of this most challenging, accelerated course are a review of basic algebra, linear equations, systems of linear 
equations and inequalities, matrices and determinants, quadratic equations and parabolas, functions, powers, roots and radicals, 
exponential and logarithmic functions, polynomials and polynomial functions, rational functions, quadratic relations, sequences and 
series, and an introduction to trigonometric ratios and functions, trigonometric graphs, identities and equations, and probability and 
statistics.  
Prerequisite:  Geometry Advanced, minimum grade 80 

Recommended Co-Elective: Introduction to Programming and Statistics - Advanced 

 
1032 Algebra 3 and Trigonometry - Standard    Gr. 12 – 5 points 
This course builds on the students’ mathematical background in algebra and geometry.  Major topics from trigonometry include 
angles, the Pythagorean Theorem, trigonometric functions, radians, right triangles, graphs, identities, equations, formulas and 
triangles.  Major topics from analytical geometry include the line, circle, parabola, ellipse and hyperbola. Algebra topics include 
exponential and logarithmic functions, rational equations and functions and quadratic relations.   
Prerequisite: Algebra 2 Standard 

 
1011 Algebra Boost – Advanced     Gr. 9 – 1.25 points 
This first quarter course enables teacher-recommended students who took Algebra I Honors in the eighth grade to enroll in 
Geometry Advanced in the ninth grade.  The course content consists of polynomials, factoring and radicals, to build and strengthen 
the algebra skills students will need in the study of Advanced Geometry.  
 
1045 Discrete Math – Honors      Gr. 12 - 5 points 
This challenging course provides a useful background for honors students who intend to pursue studies in the area of mathematics, 
computer science, and the social sciences, engineering or natural sciences. Major topics of the course include sequences and series, 
matrices, combinatories, probability, statistics, curve-fitting and mathematical modeling. 
Prerequisite:  Algebra 2 - Honors, minimum grade 75 

 
1280 ELL Math – Standard      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 

1281 ELL Math – Honors      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This transitional course is only for students approved for the English Language Learner Program. Students will be in this class only 
until it is determined they are ready to be placed into a course in a regular math program. This course prepares students for algebra 
and geometry. Major topics of the course include exploring patterns, investigations in algebra, modeling integers, exploring the 
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language of algebra, exploring data and graphs, exploring number theory, and rational numbers and percents. 
Prerequisite:  Placement Test and Department Head approval 

 
1012, 9312* Geometry – Standard     Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 
Major topics of this course include an overview of geometry, reasoning, lines in a plane, congruent triangles, properties of 
triangles, polygons, transformations, similarity, right triangles, circles, planar measurements and space measurements. 
Prerequisite:  Algebra 1 Standard 

 
1013 Geometry – Honors      Gr. 10 - 5 points 
Major topics of this challenging course are an overview of geometry, reasoning, lines in a plane, congruent triangles, and properties 
of triangles, polygons, transformations, similarity, right triangles, circles, planar measurements and space measurements.  
Prerequisite:  Algebra 1 Honors, minimum grade 75 

 
1014 Geometry – Advanced      Gr. 9 - 5 points 
Major topics of this most challenging, accelerated course are an overview of geometry, reasoning, lines in a plane, congruent 
triangles, properties of triangles, polygons, transformations, similarity, right triangles, circles, planar measurements, and space 
measurements. 
Prerequisite:  Grade 8 Algebra Advanced, minimum grade 80, and/or Department Head approval based on teacher 

recommendation and placement test results. 

 
1016, 1018* Geometry—Standard     Grade 10 - 5 points 
This course is a follow-up to Algebra 1 Part A for sophomores. It continues the study of algebra and geometry.  Major topics of this 
course include an overview of geometry, reasoning, lines in a plane, congruent triangles, properties of triangles, polygons, 
transformations, similarity, right triangles, circles, and measurements in two and three dimensions. 
Prerequisite: Algebra 1 Part A or teacher recommendation required 

*Approval of Department Head required 

 
1019 Geometry-Standard      Gr. 11 – 5 points 
This course is a follow-up to Algebra 1 Part A for juniors. It continues the study of algebra and geometry.  Major topics of this 
course include an overview of geometry, reasoning, lines in a plane, congruent triangles, properties of triangles, polygons, 
transformations, similarity, right triangles, circles, and measurements in two and three dimensions. 
Prerequisite: Algebra 1 Part A 

 
1092 Introduction to Programming and Statistics – Advanced  Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 
This course is a prerequisite for all students who wish to take an advanced placement course in either programming or statistics.  
Consisting of one semester of programming and one semester of statistics, this course is designed to introduce students to the 
fundamental concepts and skills of these two closely related disciplines.  Major topics for programming include computer systems, 
objects and primitive data, program statements, control structure and program writing classes.  Major topics for statistics are data 
distributions, data relationships, producing data and probability. 
Prerequisite:  Geometry Advanced, minimum grade 80 

 
1190 Math Independent Study – Honors    Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
The student in cooperation with the Department Head arranges this course individually. 
 
1025 Pre-Calculus – Advanced      Gr. 11 - 5 points 
Major topics of this most challenging course include functions and their graphs, polynomial and rational functions, exponential and 
logarithmic functions, trigonometric functions, analytic trigonometry, matrices and determinants, sequences, probabilities and 
statistics, topics in analytic geometry, and an introduction to calculus, including limits. 
Prerequisite: Algebra 2 Advanced, minimum grade 80 

Recommended Co-elective: Advanced Placement Programming in Java - Advanced 

 
1063 Pre-Calculus – Honors      Gr. 12 - 5 points 
Major topics of this challenging course include functions and their graphs, polynomial and rational functions, exponential and 
logarithmic functions, trigonometric functions, analytic trigonometry, additional topics in trigonometry, and topics in analytic 
geometry. 
Prerequisite:  Algebra 2 Honors, minimum grade 75 
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Science 
 
The Science curriculum at Quincy High School is designed to meet the science learning standards of the Massachusetts Curriculum 
Frameworks. All students must pass three science courses in order to graduate. Students who have not passed three science courses 
from the following list must take a science course.  It is strongly recommended that students preparing for college follow a four-
year sequence of science courses, usually a ninth grade science, biology, chemistry, and physics, at the honors or advanced level.  
 
Students who perform poorly in ninth grade science will be required to complete course 2008 – Foundations of Natural Science – 
before proceeding to biology.  Tenth grade students who have passed ninth grade science must take biology unless they have 
passed biology in the ninth grade. 
Students who demonstrate high ability ad interest in science may skip ninth grade science and select course 2014 – Advanced 
Biology – in the ninth grade and course 2024 – Advanced Chemistry – in the tenth grade.  Incoming ninth grade students will be 
accepted into course 2065 – Advanced Earth Science/Physical Science - and/or course 2014 – Advanced Biology – upon the 
recommendation of their eighth grade science teachers and achievement of a passing grade on a placement examination 
administered at the end of the eighth grade.  
 
Students must meet prerequisites in order to select a particular science course.  Prerequisites for all science courses are listed in the 
course description.

2046 Advanced Placement Biology 2 – Advanced    Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
An intensive lab orientated course specializing in topics not covered in depth in the Biology I Program. Use of the computer in 
mastering complex concepts in genetics and biochemistry is encouraged. 
Prerequisites:  Successful completion of Biology (2013 or 2014) and Chemistry (2023 or 2024) with a grade of 85 or better. 
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2045 Advanced Placement Chemistry 2 – Advanced    Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course includes all topics covered in the Advanced Placement Curriculum. Emphasis is placed on the mathematical concepts 
of chemistry. Qualitative analysis is included as well. Students are prepared to take the Chemistry Advanced Placement Exam.  
Prerequisites:  Successful completion of Biology (2013 or 2014), and Chemistry (2023), with grade of 90 or better; or 

Chemistry (2024) with a grade of 85 or better. 

 

2048 Advanced Placement Environmental Science – Advanced  Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is designed to be the equivalent of an introductory college course in environmental science. The goal is to provide 
students with the scientific principles, concepts and methodologies required to understand the interrelationships of the natural 
world; to analyze environmental problems, and to examine alternative solutions for resolving and/or preventing them. 
Prerequisites:  Biology (2013 or 2014), Chemistry (2023 or 2024), Algebra 1 and Algebra 2, Physics is recommended. 

 
2047 Advanced Placement Physics 2 – Advanced    Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course will continue the study of physical principles begun in physics (2033 or 2034) with emphasis on Temperature heat, and 
Thermodynamics, Electricity and Magnetism, Light and Optics and Modern Physics. Completion of this course will prepare 
students for the AP Physics B Advanced Placement Test. 
Prerequisites:  Successful completion of Physics (2033) with a grade of 90 or better or Physics (2034) with a grade of 85 or 

better; Biology (2013 or 2014), and Chemistry (2023 or 2024) with a grade of 85 or better. 

 
2845 Anatomy and Physiology – Honors    Gr. 12 - 5 points 
This course includes an intensive study of human anatomy and physiology.   Special emphasis is placed on the anatomical 
structures and functions, which are studied in nursing and premed college courses.  Students are required to do animal dissections 
as well as participate in the school’s Science Fair. 
Prerequisites:   Biology (2012, 2013, or 2825), and Chemistry (2022, 2035 or 2835) with a grade of 85 or better. 

 
2052 Anthropology – Standard       Gr. 12 – 5 points 
This course is designed to give the student an understanding and appreciation of humankind both past and present.  Through 
observing the nature and work of anthropologists students will examine the methodology of anthropologists, views of human 
evolution, the role of genetics, gender roles, social institutions and cultural anthropology.  A strong laboratory component is 
emphasized. 
 
2012 Biology – Standard      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
The objective of this course is to acquaint the student with the fundamental concepts of the interrelationships among all living 
things. Practical knowledge of the basic concepts of Biology is stressed through work in the laboratory, field, and classroom. 
Students are expected to master laboratory techniques, conduct experiments, record data, and develop conclusions that will lead to 
an insight into life science. 
Prerequisite:  Recommendation of Grade 9 science teacher. 

 
2013 Biology – Honors       Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is intended for students who have shown a high level of ability and aptitude in Standard or Honors Earth Science.  It is 
a laboratory-centered program that introduces the major concepts of current Biological theory using an inquiry approach. 
Prerequisite:  Recommendation of Grade 9 Science Teacher. 

 
2014 Biology – Advanced      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is an intensive laboratory centered introduction to the life sciences. Topics of study proceed from the simplest cells and 
organisms to the most complex. Fundamental biological concepts and interrelating principles are stressed. Students will be 
prepared to take the Biology SAT II Examination. 
Prerequisite:  Recommendation of Grade 8 Science teacher and a minimum score of 75% on the placement test.  Students 
must also have earned a minimum grade of A- in math and science in grades 7 & 8.  
 
2020 Chemistry for Changing Times – Standard   Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course presents a survey of current concepts and theories explaining the behavior of matter and energy. It is designed for the 
student who has not passed Algebra 1. 
Prerequisites:  Grade 9 Science, Biology 

 
2022 Chemistry –Standard      Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is a fundamental study and approach to the concepts of chemistry. The course is designed to prepare a student for 
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success in a college level chemistry course. The course utilizes the laboratory to enforce basic chemical concepts. 
Prerequisite: Algebra 1; Grade 9 Science, Biology 

 
2023 Chemistry – Honors      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is designed for the more able student.  Broad concepts concerning matter and energy are stressed in preference to 
narrow specifics.  The application of these concepts is practical.  Laboratory inquiries challenge the student and acquaint her/him 
with a feeling for the processes of scientific work. 
Prerequisites: Algebra 1, Geometry, and Algebra 2 taken concurrently; Grade 9 Science, Biology (2013 or 2014) with a grade 

of 80 or better. 

 
2024 Chemistry – Advanced      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is similar to 2023 and contains all of the topics covered in 2023. However, additional laboratory work, student projects 
and advanced topics are interspersed to provide increased depth and breadth. It is designed for the students who are most able in 
mathematics. 
Prerequisites: Algebra 1, Geometry, and Algebra 2 taken concurrently; Grade 9 Science, Biology (2013 or 2014) with a grade 

of 85 or better. 

 
2007, 9322* Conceptual Biology – Standard    Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course will include laboratory experiments, hands-on classroom activities, and demonstrations. It is designed to acquaint the 
student with current biological concepts and theories in a readily understandable fashion. 
Prerequisite:  Grade 9 Science 

 
2063 Earth Science/Physical Science – Honors    Gr. 9 - 5 points 
This course is open to ninth grade students who have demonstrated a strong interest and ability level in Science, but who may not 
yet have the a background to pursue an Advanced level course in grade nine. This course stresses laboratory experiences in order to 
introduce or reinforce topics dealing with the Earth as a planet.  Students are encouraged to play an active role in the learning 
process. 
Prerequisite: Recommendation of Grade 8 science teacher. 

 

2065 Earth Science/ Physical Science – Advanced   Gr. 9 – 5 points 
This course includes all of the topics covered in the Honors Level Earth Science plus additional topics in Physical Science.  
Students are presented with increased depth and breadth of subject matter in a challenging, rigorous, inquiry based program.  
Critical thinking and problem solving skills are emphasized.  The aim of this course is to prepare students for Advanced Biology 
2014 in grade 10. 
Prerequisite: Recommendation of Grade 8 Science Teacher and a passing grade on the placement examination.  

 
2011 ELL Biology – Standard      Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
This course is designed to acquaint students in the English Language Learner Program with current biological concepts and 
theories in a readily understandable fashion.  Emphasis is placed on vocabulary building and writing. 
Prerequisite: ELL Science 2280 or equivalent. 

 
2018 ELL Foundations of Natural Science – Standard (with PLATO) Gr. 9, 10 - 5 points 
This course is designed to support ELL students needing to take the MCAS Test.  The curriculum will reinforce learning that is 
directly relevant to the State Testing Program.  Topics covered will be: 
 Cell Biology  Genetics   Ecology 
 Anatomy  Biodiversity  Evolution 
The purpose of the course is to provide an opportunity to interpret scientific concepts, questions and data.  Students will receive 
practice reading scientific materials and will answer open ended questions. 
Prerequisite:  Students must complete Earth Science / Physical Science and Biology.  The course design will provide for 

students passed 10
th

 grade Biology but failed the MCAS Biology Test. 

 
2280 ELL Science – Standard      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
ELL Science is a survey course that allows students for whom English is not the primary language to become familiar with the 
different areas of science.  This course is an introductory course for students in the English Language Learner program.  This 
course stresses the improvement of science vocabulary using general science concepts.  Students will have a opportunity to develop 
laboratory skills through hands on learning.  In addition, students will study ecological principles and world biomes as they relate 
to the country they came from and their new environmental resources in the United States. 
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2008, 9323* Foundations of Natural Science – Standard  Gr. 9, 10 (Repeaters only) 5 points 
This course is designed to support students needing to take the MCAS Test.  The curriculum will reinforce learning that is directly 
relevant to the State Testing Program.  Topics covered will be: 
 Cell Biology  Genetics   Ecology 
 Anatomy  Biodiversity  Evolution 
The purpose of the course is to provide an opportunity to interpret scientific concepts, questions and data.  Students will receive 
practice reading scientific materials and will answer open ended questions. 
Prerequisite:  Students must complete Earth Science / Physical Science and Biology.  The course design will provide for 

students passed 10
th

 grade Biology but failed the MCAS Biology Test. 

 
2082 Horticulture – Standard      Gr. 11, 12 – 5 points 
This course is designed to allow students to use inquiry base learning to investigate various plants and there uses.  Students will use 
the scientific method to perform experiments with plants 
Course Topics will include: 
 Greenhouse maintenance      Propagation 
 Use and abuse of fertilizers, herbicides and pesticides  Organic Farming 
 Hydroponics       Landscape design 
 Raised Bed Gardening       Soil testing and soil enrichment 
 Water use and conservation     Composting  
 Harvesting       Marketing  
 Herbs for culinary use and medicinal purposes 
Prerequisites: Students must successfully complete courses in Earth Science and Biology. 

 
2832 Human Anatomy – Standard     Gr. 12 - 5 points 
This course is designed to study human anatomy with relationships to physiology.  Emphasis is placed on the anatomical structures 
and functions, which will be studied in the Health Science college courses.  This course is recommended for students in the Allied 
Health Program. 
Prerequisites:  Biology (2011, 2012, 2013) and Chemistry (2021, 2022, 2023) 

 
2190 Independent Science Study – Honors    Gr. 12 - 5 points 
Prerequisites:  Permission of the Department Head upon submission of a written research proposal; written agreement of a 

department member to serve as a mentor. 

 
2004, 9321* Integrated Science – Standard    Gr. 9 - 5 points 
This course is designed to give the student an appreciation of the physical world. The student will study the earth as a planet.  Such 
topics as mineral identification, weather observations, map reading, oceanography, astronomy and simple geology will be explored.  
Emphasis will be placed on the structure of matter, how matter changes, and the role of energy in chemical and physical changes. 
 
2051 Introduction to Meteorology – Honors     Gr. 11, 12 – 5 points 
This course is an introductory meteorology course designed to assist the student in understanding and appreciate the dynamic 
forces that interact to cause our daily weather.  Topics included are: the causes of weather, including weather systems, weather data 
and weather analysis; atmospheric basics, including the state of the atmosphere; the nature and function of storms including 
thunderstorms, tornadoes, lightning, hurricanes, tropical storms, floods, droughts, heat waves and various climatic factors that have 
both short and long term impacts on our planet.  A strong laboratory and analytical component is emphasized.  The Quincy High 
School weather station will be utilized as a learning and research tool.  Students will use data to analyze the effect of weather on the 
efficiency of alternative energy systems. 
 
2092 Life and Physical Science – Standard    Gr. 9 – 5 points 

2093 Life and Physical Science – Honors    Gr. 9, 10 – 5 points 
This course provides an introduction to natural and Physical Science.  Students will investigate a wide range of topics dealing with 
the physical earth, including questions about environmental pollution, space exploration, oceanography, conservation of resources, 
astronomy, and new geology.  Emphasis will be placed on the structure of matter, how matter changes, and the role of energy in 
chemical and physical changes in the Earth as a system.   
Prerequisite: Recommendation of Grade 8 science teacher. 

 
2072 Marine Science – Standard     Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is a course in Environmental Science focused on the resources of Quincy Bay. Students will study biological, chemical 
and geological factors as they interact in a marine setting. Using this as a model, students will then apply concepts of the 
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relationship among life, matter and energy in a marine ecosystem to other types of ecosystems. 
Prerequisite:  Grade 9 Science; Biology; and Chemistry 

 
2032 Physics – Standard      Gr.11, 12 - 5 points 
This course investigates the physical world, and helps the student understand nature's rules about motion, forces, energy, waves, 
sound, and light. The students will perform experiments that lead to conceptual and mathematical understanding of physical 
phenomena.  
Prerequisite:  (Grade 9 Science, Biology) Chemistry, Algebra 1 

 
2033 Physics – Honors       Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
The students will perform laboratory experiments and then form theories about physical phenomena from their data. The topics of 
investigation will include motion, momentum, energy, waves, forces, sound and light. 
Prerequisites:  (Grade 9 Science, Biology; Chemistry (2023 or 2024) with a grade of 80 or better), Algebra 1, Algebra 2, and 

Geometry, Trigonometry or Math Analysis (may be taken concurrently). 

 
2034 Physics – Advanced      Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course will cover all of the topics included in the Honors Physics course with more depth and rigorous quantitative analysis. 
The students will conduct laboratory experiments and will analyze data to derive equations that govern the physical world. 
Prerequisites:  (Grade 9 Science, Biology; Chemistry with a grade of 85 or better), Trigonometry or Math Analysis (may be 

taken concurrently). 

 
2730 Principles of Technology 1– Standard     Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This is a course in applied physics. Students will investigate the four energy systems; mechanical, fluid, electrical, and thermal. A 
hands-on approach to learning is stressed. This course is recommended for students who have not completed Algebra I. 
Prerequisite:  Grade 9 Science; Biology 

 
2735 Principles of Technology 1 – Honors    Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is designed to prepare students for technical careers related to Science. It is based on 14 units in the four energy 
systems; mechanical, fluid, electrical, and thermal. There are also units in the mathematics that are required to understand the 
principles presented. This course is offered as a part of a two-year sequence. 
Prerequisite:  Grade 9 Science; Biology 

 
2745 Principles of Technology 2 – Honors    Gr. 12 - 5 points 
The second in a two-year sequence begun with Principles of Technology 1. 
Prerequisite:  Grade 9 Science; Biology, Principles of Technology 1 

 
2006 Science Technology Engineering – Standard   Gr. 9 – 5 points 
Students will study physical science and technology as it relates to mechanical, fluid, electrical, and thermal systems. Basic 
scientific principles and integrated mathematics will be focused upon as we build a foundation for today’s technology including 
motion, light, electronics, chemical composition, materials, and engineering. This course will have a project based and 
interdisciplinary design for students who enjoy hands on learning and activities. 
 

Social Studies 
 

The Social Studies Program is based on the structure of all the social sciences in order to meet the needs of students. Student 
choices should provide for courses in the four required years of social studies instruction for grades nine, ten, eleven and twelve. 
 
The fourth year requirement for grade twelve consists of a semester course in Post WW II World History and a semester course 
chosen from the elective program. Advanced Placement students select an elective course with five graduation credits in grade 12. 
These elective courses are also available to all students in grades 11 and 12 upon request. Students should note that advanced 
placement grading structure in grade eleven and grade twelve courses is awarded upon completion of preparation for and 
participation in an advanced placement test administered by the Educational Testing Service. Admission to Advanced Placement in 
grades eleven and twelve is based on student performance and teacher recommendation in grade ten and eleven honors or 
accelerated courses. Students are urged to consult social studies teachers and guidance counselors to determine if course content 
and recommended grade/course levels meet their interests and departmental requirements.

Special attention 
will be directed toward the themes of urbanization, industrialization, mixed-market economy, presidential power and expanding 
population that challenge traditional American values and institutions. Students will analyze political, economic, and social issues 
to determine the extent that individuals and government should be involved in the quest for economic, social and political justice in 
America and the world.

These topics are studied 
from a global perspective, and comparisons are made between different regions.  The topics are highly relevant to current affairs 
and lead to an understanding of the contemporary world.

The role of the frontier, the philosophy of the Declaration of Independence, the structure and safeguards of our Constitution and 
Bill of Rights, and their application to the events of this period will be examined. Students will evaluate the interaction of the 
American people with their political, moral, and the intellectual leaders concerning national and international events. The values 
and institutions of 1763-1850 will be identified as catalysts for such later developments as industrialization, urbanization, and the 
growth of America as a world power.

3023 U.S. History 2 – Honors      Gr. 11 – 5.0 points 

3024 Advanced Placement U.S. History     Gr. 11 – 5.0 points 
Is America the land of opportunity? This question will be a recurring theme during the first semester of this course. America's 
growth and development from 1850-1940 will be examined against the backdrop of burgeoning nationalism as the United States 
attempts to refine its society at home and its leadership role in the world. Civil War and inadequate Reconstruction challenge the 
political structure. The recurrent dislocations of the business cycle disrupt the benefits of urbanization, economic growth, and an 
expanding population. 
 
During this era two key issues emerge for the nation. To what extent should government be involved in the quest for economic, 
social, and political justice for all? And to what extent should America involve its ideals in the world events? The first question, 
sparked by the Populist and Progressive movements, culminated in the New Deal. The second resulted in the crusading spirit of the 
quest for subsequent return to "Isolationism." These historic events will be examined in relation to current policy and the issues 
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facing Americans in the 1990's. 
 
What is the role of the United States in the World today? What is the role of each individual in the drive to satisfy the needs and 
wants of our world society and its citizens? How can we respond to new threats to our security, our environment, and the health of 
ourselves and of our families? The second semester will attempt to review the events of the recent past and relate them to the onset 
of current and future problems. 
 
Special attention will be paid to those events that have taken place since 1940. In large part our relationships with the former 
Communist Bloc and the Developing World were the direct legacy of our involvement in World War II. Inquiry will be made into 
more recent conflicts in order to test the validity of America's self-perceived role as world policeman. The current re-alignment of 
alliances will be studied in order to present possible options for future policy choices for our nation. 
 
This course will also examine the highly relevant personal issues that are emerging as the century turns. The impact of the Supreme 
Court decisions on social changes and the nature of executive-legislative relations in the nuclear age will be examined. Students 
will refine techniques to evaluate the impact of technological changes on their lives and to process information from the media.

3104 World History – Advanced     Gr. 9 - 5 points 
This course begins with the crises and instability of the late Roman Empire and concludes with a unit entitled, "Dawn of the 
Twentieth Century." Historical and cultural developments of European civilization will be related to a comparative analysis of 
Middle Eastern, Asian, African, and pre-Columbian societies to achieve a global perspective. 
 
The major topics covered in the course are the "Growth of Agricultural and Commercial Civilizations (500 AD-1500)", "The 
Emergence of a Global Age (1450-1750)" and "The Age of Revolutionary Change (1750-1914)." Through the use of primary and 
secondary sources, the student will develop skills related to acquiring, organizing and using information. 
Among the standards to be emphasized in the Massachusetts History and Social Sciences Framework will be: 

Chronology and Cause 
Research, Evidence & Point of View 
Interdisciplinary Learning (religion, ethics, philosophy and literature)

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Foreign Languages 
 
The Foreign Language Program at Quincy High School aims to develop the students' ability to communicate in another language 
and gain an understanding and appreciation of other cultures. Our program integrates the Strands and Standards of the 
Massachusetts Foreign Languages Framework in all languages, with learning activities appropriate to the level of instruction. 
Included in the courses described are a variety of co-curricular activities, such as use of the language laboratory, audio-visual 
materials, College Board Achievement preparation (where applicable), field trips, and other cultural experiences.  
 
It should be noted that all Massachusetts state colleges/universities include 2 years of high school foreign language study as an 
admission requirement. Most private colleges/universities seek 3 or more years of preparation in this area.  
 
All graduates are required to have passed a two-year sequence of a foreign language.

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4110 Fundamentals of French 1 – Standard    Gr. 9 – 5 points  
Fundamentals of French 1 Standard is designed for students who experience difficulties in learning a foreign language. This course 
focuses on practical daily vocabulary with a more functional approach to grammar. Students are introduced to the geography and 
culture of French speaking countries. 
Note: this course is not part of the college preparatory language sequence. 
 
4112 French 1 – Standard      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is designed to introduce students to the essentials of beginning French. This course enables students to communicate at 
a novice level in speaking and writing, and acquire listening comprehension skills. Short reading selections are introduced. Cultural 
focus is aimed at exploring diverse aspects of daily life and customs in the French-speaking world. 
 

4113 French 1 – Honors      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is designed to introduce students of above average language ability to the essentials of beginning French. It enables 
students to communicate at a novice level in speaking and writing, and acquire listening comprehension skills. Short reading 
selections are introduced. Cultural focus is aimed at exploring diverse aspects of daily life and customs in the French-speaking 
world. 
Prerequisite:  Recommendation of teacher and/or guidance counselor. 

 
4122 French 2 – Standard      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
French 2 Standard enables students to build further on the skills attained in French 1, with a continued emphasis on improving 
proficiency in speaking, listening, and writing. Reading is expanded to longer passages and some authentic materials. Examination 
of daily life and customs in the French-speaking world continues. 
Prerequisite:  French 1 

 
4123 French 2 – Honors      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
French 2 Honors challenges above average language students to progress further towards proficiency in speaking, listening, and 
writing skills. Reading consists of controlled selections that stress cultural aspects of the French-speaking world. There is also 
increased use of short authentic reading materials. 
Prerequisite: French 1 and teacher recommendation 
 
4124 French 2 – Advanced      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
French 2 Advanced is designed for students who have completed French 1 Honors with a superior level of performance. An 
intensive study of speaking, listening, and writing skills is offered. Reading comprehension skills are expanded with the use of 
longer authentic documents: newspaper articles and stories intended for native speakers, as well as those containing controlled 
vocabulary and grammatical structures, and stressing cultural aspects of the French-speaking world. 
Prerequisite:  French 1 Honors and teacher recommendation. 
 
4132 French 3 – Standard      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
French 3 Standard strives to enable students to further develop the skills of speaking, listening, and writing. An appreciation of the 
culture of French-speaking countries is fostered through the use of controlled readings and short authentic documents. 
Prerequisite: French 2 
 
4133 French 3 – Honors      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
French 3 Honors aims to further develop oral proficiency of those students with above average language ability. Increase emphasis 
is placed on individual expression in writing.  Reading comprehension skills are expanded with the use of longer authentic 
documents: stories intended for native speakers, as well as those containing controlled vocabulary and grammatical structures. 
Prerequisite: French 2 and teacher recommendation. 
 
4134 French 3 – Advanced      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
French 3 Advanced is designed for students who have completed French 2 Advanced or French 2 Honors with a superior level of 
performance. Continued mastery of speaking, listening, and writing skills is emphasized. Reading selections are expanded to 
include authentic literary works. 
Prerequisite: French 2 Advanced/Honors and teacher recommendation. 
 
4142 French 4 – Standard      Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course strives to further develop students' proficiency in speaking, listening, and writing. Advanced grammatical points are 
examined, and students are challenged to further develop self-expression in writing. Reading selections may include some literary 
works. 
Prerequisite: French 3 
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4143 French 4 – Honors      Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
French 4 Honors is designed for above average students of French. This course includes an intensive review of French grammar. 
Reading selections include authentic French readings in a wide variety of formats, as well as the examination of some literary 
works. Conversational skills are further developed with discussions of readings in French. Students are challenged to further 
develop self-expression in writing brief essays. 
Prerequisite: French 3 Honors and teacher recommendation. 

 
4146 French 4: Language – Advanced     Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is designed for students who have completed French 3 Advanced or 3 Honors with a superior level of performance. 
Students will have the opportunity to improve their speaking and writing skills in everyday situations. Selected short stories, novels, 
plays will be read and discussed in French. There will be a review of grammar with emphasis on advanced grammatical structures. 
Cultural studies will be expanded to include French films. Students interested in the Advanced Placement French Language Exam 
will be provided assistance in preparation for the exam. 
Prerequisite: French 3 Advanced/Honors and teacher recommendation. 

 
4152 French 5 – Standard      Gr. 12 - 5 points 
French 5 further advances the students' proficiency in oral and written communication with an extensive study of topical 
vocabulary. This course includes an intensive review of French grammar. Reading selections include short stories and plays in 
French. 
Prerequisite: French 4 

 
4153 French 5 – Honors      Gr. 12 - 5 points 
This course is designed to further develop those skills acquired in French 4 in oral and written communication with extensive study 
of topical vocabulary. Selected short stories and plays will be read in the target language. Students interested in preparing for the 
AP French Language Exam will be offered assistance. 
Prerequisite: French 4 Honors and teacher recommendation 
 
4154 Advanced Placement French 5: Language – Advanced  Gr. 12 - 5 points 
This course is designed for students who have completed French 4 Advanced or Honors with a superior level of performance. 
Speaking and writing skills will be developed further through written and oral discussion in French. Cultural studies will include 
French history, film, and literature. Students interested in the Advanced Placement French Language Exam will be provided 
assistance in preparation for the exam. 
Prerequisite: French 4 Advanced/Honors and teacher recommendation. 
 
4190 Independent Foreign Language Study – Honors   Gr. 11, 12 -5 points  
Permission to elect Independent Foreign Language Study is granted to students of Level III, IV, and V Honors/Advanced courses 
in the Foreign Language Department provided that all of the following conditions are met:    1) The student cannot fit into the 
already existing course.    2) A teacher is available and willing to instruct the student.    3) Common meeting time can be scheduled.    
4) Written approval of the department head is required. 
 
4312 Italian 1 – Standard      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Italian 1 Standard offers students an introduction to the essentials of beginning Italian. This course enables students to comprehend 
simple spoken statements and questions, and communicate at a novice level in speaking. Comprehension of simple written material 
for informative or social purposes is developed, along with writing of short paragraphs on familiar topics. Cultural focus is aimed at 
exploring diverse aspects of daily life and customs in the Italian-speaking world. 
 
4313 Italian 1 – Honors      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course introduces students of above average language ability to the essentials of beginning Italian. This course enables 
students to comprehend simple spoken statements and questions, and communicate at a novice level in speaking. Comprehension of 
simple written material for informative or social purposes is developed, along with writing of short compositions on familiar topics. 
Cultural focus is aimed at exploring diverse aspects of daily life and customs in the Italian-speaking world. 
Prerequisite: Recommendation of teacher and/or guidance counselor. 
 

4322 Italian 2 – Standard      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Italian 2 Standard is a continuation course, which enables students to build further on the skills attained in Italian 1, with a 
continued emphasis on improving proficiency in speaking, listening, and writing. Reading is expanded to longer passages, and 
includes some use of authentic materials. Examination of daily life and customs in the Italian-speaking world continues. 
Prerequisite: Italian 1 
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4323 Italian 2 – Honors      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Italian 2 Honors challenges above average language students to progress further toward proficiency in speaking, listening, and 
writing skills. Reading selections include a variety of simple narratives and authentic materials that stress cultural aspects of Italy 
and the Italian-speaking world. 
Prerequisite: Italian 1 and teacher recommendation. 
 
4332 Italian 3 – Standard      Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
Italian 3 Standard is a continuation course which aims to further develop the skills of speaking, listening, and writing. Reading 
comprehension skills are expanded through controlled readings and authentic materials. Acquisition of more advanced vocabulary 
continues to be emphasized. A greater awareness of cultural aspects of Italy and the Italian-speaking world continues to be fostered. 
Prerequisite: Italian 2 
 
4333 Italian 3 – Honors      Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
Italian 3 Honors aims to further develop the oral proficiency of those students with above average language ability. Improved 
performance in writing is emphasized, along with situational vocabulary and mastery of more advanced grammatical structures. 
Selections by Italian authors, authentic materials, as well as controlled readings, are included. A greater awareness and appreciation 
of the cultural life of Italy and the Italian-speaking world is developed. 
Prerequisite: Italian 2 and teacher recommendation. 
 
4342 Italian 4 – Standard      Gr. 12 - 5 points 
Italian 4 Standard strives to further develop the communication skills, both oral and written, of those students with average 
language ability. Situational vocabulary and more complex grammatical structures are presented. Reading comprehension is further 
developed through the introduction of short selections by Italian authors, as well as continued use of controlled readings. 
Prerequisite: Italian 3 
 
4343 Italian 4 – Honors      Gr. 12 - 5 points 
Italian 4 Honors is a continuation course designed for students of above average language ability. Continued emphasis is placed on 
the refinement and enhancement of proficiency in all four language skills -speaking, listening comprehension, reading and writing - 
through varied activities such as oral presentations, role-playing creative and expository writing. Historical, geographical, and 
cultural studies are included as well as an exposure to contemporary Italian literature. Finer points of grammar and usage are 
reviewed. 
Prerequisite: Italian 3 Honors and teacher recommendation 
 
4413 Latin 1 – Honors       Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Latin 1 Honors introduces students of above average language ability to the basics of Latin grammar and usage. Reading and 
translation skills are developed through the use of controlled selections. An introduction to the daily life, customs, and history of 
the Romans and study of English derivatives are also included in the course. 
Prerequisite: Recommendation of teacher and/or guidance counselor. 
 
4423 Latin 2 – Honors       Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Latin 2 Honors is a continuation course which aims to prepare students for reading and translating authentic selections from Latin 
authors through the expansion of Latin vocabulary and the study of more advanced grammatical topics. The history, culture, and 
mythology of ancient Rome are also studied. 
Prerequisite: Latin 1 and teacher recommendation. 
 
4433 Latin 3 – Honors       Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
Latin 3 Honors introduces students to Latin literature with an emphasis on reading of selections by leading literary figures of 
ancient Rome, including Martial, Catullus, and Cicero.  Stylistic elements are analyzed, and the authors' influence on both the 
classical and modern world is considered. A thorough review of grammar and syntax is also provided. 
Prerequisite: Latin 2 and teacher recommendation. 
 
4443 Latin 4 – Honors       Gr. 12 – 5 points 
Latin 4 Honors continues the Latin 3 curriculum.  Students will read selections at an advanced level and study classical authors and 
writings in depth. 
 
4612 Mandarin 1 – Standard      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 

Mandarin 1 Standard is designed to develop oral proficiency and functional literacy in modern Mandarin. The course will be 
conducted both in Mandarin and in English. Basic pronunciation (pinyin) and character writing will be presented, with special 
emphasis given to developing oral communication based on everyday situations. Chinese culture will be introduced.

4613 Mandarin 1 – Honors      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Mandarin 1 Honors is designed to develop oral proficiency and functional literacy in modern Mandarin. The course will be 
conducted both in Mandarin and in English. Basic pronunciation (pinyin) and increased character writing will be presented at the 
Honors level, with special emphasis given to developing oral communication based on everyday situations. A more extensive study 
of Chinese culture will be included in the course.   
Prerequisite: Recommendation of teacher and/or guidance counselor. 

 
4622 Mandarin 2 – Standard      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This is a continuation course which aims to further develop the oral proficiency and functional literacy skills attained in Mandarin 
1. More sophisticated skills such as sentence structures and word order unique to Chinese language will be introduced. Greater 
emphasis will be placed on reading and writing. Chinese culture will be presented in more detail.  
Prerequisite: Mandarin 1 and teacher recommendation. 

 
4623 Mandarin 2 – Honors      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Mandarin 2 Honors is a continuation course which aims to further develop the oral proficiency and functional literacy skills 
attained in Mandarin 1 Honors. More sophisticated skills such as sentence structures and word order unique to Chinese language 
will be introduced. Increased emphasis will be placed on reading and writing with the assignment of guided writings and cultural 
readings. Chinese culture will be pursued in greater detail at the Honors level. 
Prerequisite: Mandarin 1 and teacher recommendation. 

 

4632 Mandarin 3 – Standard      Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
Mandarin 3 Standard is a continuation of Mandarin 2 Standard. More effective communication will be emphasized in this course. 
Short, simple modern Chinese stories will be introduced to develop students' reading and writing skills. Students will be asked to 
write phrases and sentences, and eventually simple stories and diaries. Chinese culture will be explored in a more systematic way. 
Prerequisite: Mandarin 2 and teacher recommendation 

 
4633 Mandarin 3 – Honors      Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
Mandarin 3 Honors is a continuation of Mandarin 2 Honors. More sophisticated communicative and presentational skills will be 
emphasized in this course. Short, simple modern Chinese stories will be introduced to develop students' reading and writing skills. 
Students will be asked to write letters, dialogues, diaries, short stories, and summaries of reading selections. Chinese culture will be 
explored in a more systematic way. 
Prerequisite:  Mandarin 2 and teacher recommendation 

 
4642 Mandarin 4 – Standard      Gr. 12 - 5 points 
Mandarin 4 Standard is designed for students who have completed three years of high school Chinese courses (or the equivalent).  
This course aims to further develop students’ language proficiency, communication skills, and cultural understanding.  Traditional 
textbooks as well as multimedia materials will be integrated to cover a wide range of topics related to Chinese culture and society.  
Based on each topic covered in class, writing, project presentations, and group discussions will be assigned on a weekly basis. 
Prerequisite:  Mandarin 3 and teacher recommendation. 

 
4643 Mandarin 4 – Honors      Gr. 12 - 5 points 
Mandarin 4 Honors is designed for students who have completed three years of high school Honors level courses in Chinese (or the 
equivalent).  This course aims to further develop students’ language proficiency, communication skills, and cultural understanding.  
Traditional textbooks as well as multimedia materials will be integrated to cover a wide range of topics related to Chinese history, 
culture and society.  Group discussions and students’ presentations will be conducted regularly to develop students’ narrating, 
describing, presenting, and debating skills.  There will be a weekly writing assignment or project based on each topic covered in 
class. 
Prerequisite:  Mandarin 3 Honors and teacher recommendation. 

 
4644 AP Mandarin 4 – Advanced     Gr. 12 – 5 points 
Mandarin 4 Advanced is designed for students who have completed three years of High School Honors level courses in Chinese (or 
equivalent) and demonstrate that they excel in the language. Students will be reading and analyzing a variety of Mandarin texts, as 
well as writing effectively in the language and speaking at a near fluent level. This course is conducted entirely in Mandarin and the 
focus is to prepare students to take the AP exam in the spring. 
Prerequisite:  Mandarin 3 Honors and Teacher approval. 
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4512 Spanish 1 – Standard      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 1 Standard introduces students to the essentials of beginning Spanish. This course enables students to communicate at a 
novice level in speaking and writing, and acquire listening comprehension skills. Short reading selections are introduced. Cultural 
focus is aimed at exploring diverse aspects of daily life and customs in the Hispanic world. 
 

4513 Spanish 1 – Honors      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 1 Honors introduces students of above average language ability to the essentials of beginning Spanish. This course enables 
students to communicate at a novice level in speaking and writing, and acquire listening comprehension skills. Short reading 
selections are introduced. Cultural focus is aimed at exploring diverse aspects of daily life and customs in the Hispanic world. 
Prerequisite: Recommendation of teacher and/or guidance counselor. 

 

4521 Spanish Cultures - Standard     Gr. 10 – 5 points 
Students will learn about Hispanic culture and improve their literacy skills with a course having an emphasis on readings in Latin 
American and Spanish literature, history and culture.  This course will not only support cultural and multidisciplinary awareness, 
but will also develop MCAS-related skills in comprehension, writing and organizational abilities.  It is an in-depth course which 
affords students the opportunity to use their critical thinking and analytical skills to delve deeper into the Hispanic World.  Students 
in Spanish Cultures will not be eligible for Spanish 3 upon completion of this class. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 2 or 3 or recommendation of teacher and guidance counselor 

 

4522 Spanish 2 – Standard      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 2 Standard enables students to build further on the skills attained in Spanish 1, with a continued emphasis on improving 
proficiency in speaking, listening, and writing. Reading is expanded to longer passages, and includes a variety of authentic 
materials. Examination of daily life and customs in the Hispanic world continues. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 1 

 

4523 Spanish 2 – Honors      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 2 Honors challenges above average language students to progress further toward proficiency in speaking, listening, and 
writing skills. Reading consists of controlled selections that stress cultural aspects of the Hispanic world, as well as a variety of 
short, authentic materials. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 1 and teacher recommendation. 
 
4524 Spanish 2 – Advanced      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 2 Advanced is designed for students who have completed Spanish 1 Honors with a superior level of performance. Greater 
mastery is expected in the continued development of all four-language skills, with application of grammar and vocabulary to further 
develop self-expression. Cultural aspects of the Hispanic world are pursued more extensively through readings, discussions, and 
audio-visual materials. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 1 Honors and teacher recommendation. 
 
4532 Spanish 3 – Standard      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 3 Standard aims to enable students to further develop the skills of speaking, listening, and writing. Cultural appreciation of 
the Hispanic world continues to be fostered through controlled readings and authentic documents. Acquisition of more advanced 
vocabulary continues to be emphasized. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 2 

 
4533 Spanish 3 – Honors      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 3 Honors aims to further develop the oral proficiency of those students with above average language ability. Improved 
performance in writing is emphasized, along with situational vocabulary and mastery of more advanced grammatical structures. 
Reading comprehension is enhanced through the introduction of selections by Hispanic authors, and the continued use of selections 
containing controlled vocabulary and grammatical structures. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 2 and teacher recommendation 

 

4534 Spanish 3 – Advanced      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 3 Advanced is designed for students who have completed Spanish 2 Advanced or Spanish 2 Honors with a superior level 
of performance. Emphasis is placed on continued mastery of the communicative skills. Application of expanded grammatical 
concepts and situational vocabulary is fostered through lengthier oral presentations and writing assignments. Selections by Hispanic 
authors, authentic documents, as well as controlled readings, are included. 
Prerequisite:  Spanish 2 Advanced/Honors and teacher recommendation. 
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4542 Spanish 4 – Standard      Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 4 Standard strives to further develop the communication skills, both oral and written, of those students with average 
language ability. Situational vocabulary and more extensive grammatical structures are pursued. Reading comprehension is further 
developed through the introduction of short selections by Hispanic authors, as well as continued use of controlled readings. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 3 

 

4543 Spanish 4 – Honors      Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 4 Honors is a continuation course designed for students of above average language ability. With extensive study of topical 
vocabulary, this course aims to further advance students' proficiency in oral and written communication. Emphasis is also placed on 
the pursuit of advanced grammatical concepts, and improved self-expression through writing of brief essays. An appreciation of 
authentic Hispanic literary works is fostered. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 3 Honors and teacher recommendation. 

 
4546 Spanish 4: Language – Advanced     Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 4 is designed for students who have completed Spanish 3 Advanced or 3 Honors with a superior level of performance. 
Continued emphasis is placed on the refinement and enhancement of proficiency in all four language skills -- speaking, listening 
comprehension, reading and writing - through varied activities such as oral presentations, role-playing, creative and expository 
writing, and the like. Historical, geographical, and cultural studies are included as well as an exposure to contemporary Hispanic 
literature in the form of short stories, plays, etc. Finer points of grammar and usage are reviewed and intensive preparation for the 
Advanced Placement Spanish Language Exam will be offered to interested students. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 3 Advanced/Honors and teacher recommendation. 

 
4552 Spanish 5 – Standard      Gr. 12 - 5 points 
This course aims to further advance students' proficiency in oral and written communication with extensive study of topical 
vocabulary. Emphasis is placed on the review of grammatical concepts and improved self-expression through lengthier writing 
assignments and oral presentations. Readings include short stories and selections pertaining to cultural topics and current events. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 4 

 
4553 Spanish 5 – Honors      Gr. 12 - 5 points 
Spanish 5 Honors is designed for those students who have completed Spanish 4 Honors and are interested in pursuing a more 
in-depth study of the Hispanic world. This course includes historical, geographical, and cultural studies as well as an exposure to 
contemporary literature in the form of short stories, plays, etc. Continued emphasis is placed on the advancement of proficiency in 
all four language skills - speaking, listening comprehension, reading, and writing. Intensive preparation for the AP Spanish 
Language Exam will be offered to interested students. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 4 Honors and teacher recommendation. 

 
4554 Advanced Placement Spanish 5: Language – Advanced  Gr. 12 - 5 points 
A.P. Spanish 5 is designed for those students who have completed Spanish 4 Advanced and who desire to expand and refine their 
use of the Spanish language and their knowledge of the Hispanic world. This course continues the study of literature in the form of 
short stories, plays, and other genres, as well as in-depth cultural studies. Intensive preparation for the Advanced Placement 
Spanish Language Exam will be offered to interested students. 
Prerequisite: Spanish 4 Advanced and teacher recommendation 

 
Career and Technical Education Majors 

 
These sequential 2 and 3-year programs support the Massachusetts Curriculum Frameworks in English Language Arts, Math, 
Science, and Social Studies, Science and Technology, Science Technology and Human Affairs. In addition, these programs support 
the Guiding Principles and Habits of Mind and Life-long Learning including: Thinking and Communicating, Gaining and Applying 
Knowledge and Working and Contributing. When programs are oversubscribed, students will be admitted based using the process 
stated in the admissions policy. (See Student Handbook)

7111 Automotive Technology 1 – Standard    Gr. 10, 11 - 10 points 

7112 Automotive Technology 1 – Honors    Gr. 10, 11 - 10 points 
This is the first course in a sequence of three, which provides students with entry-level skills essential for employment in the 
automotive field. Students are introduced to tools and procedures for basic automobile repair. Theory and lab work will focus on 
the brake systems and basic engine functions. Students will gain an understanding of all aspects of the industry. 
 

7114 Automotive Technology 2 – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 - 15 points 

7115 Automotive Technology 2 – Honors    Gr. 11, 12 - 15 points 
This is the second course in a sequence of three, which provides students with skills for entry-level employment in the automotive 
field. Students will study the theory and practice applications in fuel systems and electrical systems. They will also be introduced to 
computer application of computer diagnostics. A ten-hour OSHA certification course will be offered. 
Prerequisite: Automotive Technology 1 
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7117 Automotive Technology 3 – Standard    Gr. 12 - 15 points 

7118 Automotive Technology 3 – Honors    Gr. 12 - 15 points 
This is the third course in a sequence of three, which provides students with the skills to enter the automotive field. Students 
diagnose problems, inspect and test components and learn the theory and application of the electrical system. Resumes will be 
created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Automotive Technology 2 
 
7140 Broadcasting Technology 1 – Standard    Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 

7141 Broadcasting Technology 1 – Honors    Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 
This is the first course in a sequence of three that provides students with an introduction to the communications field. The basics of 
studio and location television production will be covered in our television studio. Students will also be introduced to scriptwriting 
and editing techniques, make a movie, produce a studio interview show, and a news show. Students will gain an understanding of 
all aspects of the industry. 
 

7143 Broadcasting Technology 2 – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 

7144 Broadcasting Technology 2 – Honors    Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 
This is the second course in a sequence of three that provides students with an introduction to the communication field.  Students 
will complete a series of projects including animation, a music video, sports announcing, a documentary, and create a movie.  
Students will also create a web page and put video on the Internet. 
Prerequisite: Broadcasting Technology 1 
 

7146 Broadcasting Technology 3 – Standard    Gr.12 - 10 points 

7147 Broadcasting Technology 3 – Honors    Gr.12 - 10 points 
This is the third course in a sequence of three that provides students with an introduction to the communications field. The students 
will program the education channel. This includes cable casting and updating the bulletin board. They will also produce the 
morning announcements, write reviews of movies, and work on advanced projects. Students advanced skills may be further 
developed through supervised internships. Resumes will be created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Broadcasting Technology 2 
 
7120 Business Technology 1 – Standard    Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 

7121 Business Technology 1 – Honors     Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 
This is the first course in a sequence of three that provides students with the skills and knowledge necessary to enter the world of 
business.  During the first year, students will explore the day-to-day operations of a business including customer service, 
telecommunications, and finance. Legal, ethical, and community issues will be discussed. Students will gain an understanding of all 
aspects of the industry. 
 

7123 Business Technology 2 – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 

7124 Business Technology 2 – Honors     Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 
In this second course in a sequence of three, students gain a more in-depth understanding of the business world, including 
marketing, management and accounting. Students will develop skills in data base management, charting, presentation, web 
development, and word processing software. 
Prerequisite: Business Technology 1 
 

7126, Business Technology 3 – Standard    Gr. 12 - 10 points 

7127 Business Technology 3 – Honors     Gr. 12 - 10 points 
This is the third course in the sequence of three that provides students with the skills necessary to enter the world of business.  
Students advanced skills are further developed through supervised internships.  More computer experience is gained as well as 
accounting skills.  Students also get a more in depth experience in management and an entrepreneurship curriculum is explored 
with students writing a business plan.  Successful students may be eligible for entry into the National Business Honor Society.  
Resumes will be created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Business Technology 2 
 
7130 Carpentry 1 – Standard      Gr. 10, 11 - 10 points 

7131 Carpentry 1 – Honors      Gr. 10, 11 - 10 points 
This is the first course in a sequence of three that provides students with an introduction to the many different types of carpentry, 
including residential building, basic cabinet making, form work, framing, and finish.  Students will work on skills that are essential 
to ordering, cutting, and joining framed structures.   Safety is emphasized and students will learn to identify and use hand and 
power tools. Plan reading and layout methods are learned.  Familiarization with tools and procedures will take place through small 
projects and large jobs. Students will gain an understanding of all aspects of the industry. 
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7133 Carpentry 2 – Standard      Gr. 11, 12 - 15 points 

7134 Carpentry 2 – Honors      Gr. 11, 12 - 15 points 
This is the second course in a sequence of three that provides students with an opportunity to practice essential skills that will be 
used in the field.  This course builds on the knowledge and skills developed in Carpentry 1.  Estimating will be introduced and 
fastening techniques will be presented.  Students will work on framing techniques involving floor and wall assemblies, roof 
construction, and stairs.  Out-of-building projects will begin in this course.  A ten-hour OSHA certification course will be offered. 
Prerequisite: Carpentry 1 
 

7136 Carpentry 3 – Standard      Gr. 12 - 15 points 

7137 Carpentry 3 – Honors      Gr. 12 - 15 points 
This is the third course in a sequence of three that brings students to a broader understanding of the trade.  Individual skill levels 
will be assessed and documented.  Off-site work will be a constant example of means to developing good work habits. Students will 
enter the workforce with skills and an understanding of building and construction methods. Performance assessments will prove 
competency in rough and finish skills.  Resumes will be created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Carpentry 2 
 
7160 Culinary Arts 1 – Standard     Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 

7161 Culinary Arts 1 – Honors      Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 
This is the first course in a sequence of three that provides students with entry-level skills essential in the cooking and baking areas 
of restaurant management. Students learn basic methods of preparing meats, poultry, vegetables, and fish as well as baking breads 
and rolls. Students will gain an understanding of all aspects of the industry. 
 

7163 Culinary Arts 2 – Standard     Gr. 11, 12 - 15 points 

7164 Culinary Arts 2 – Honors      Gr. 11, 12 - 15 points 
This is the second course in a sequence of three, which provides students with entry-level skills essential in the cooking and baking 
areas of restaurant management. Students are introduced to reading and understanding recipes, mixing methods, and the safe 
operation of equipment. Additional topics include the preparation of and serving of entrees, soups, appetizers, and pastries.  Topics 
also include table setting, order taking, and food serving at the in-house, student-run restaurant. 
Prerequisite: Culinary Arts 1 
 

7166 Culinary Arts 3 – Standard     Gr. 12 - 15 points 

7167 Culinary Arts 3 – Honors      Gr. 12 - 15 points 
This is the third course in a sequence of three that provides students with entry-level skills essential in the areas of cooking, baking, 
catering, and restaurant management. This course enables the student to develop advanced skills such as cost pricing, production 
scheduling, menu preparation, and meat, poultry, and fish cutting.  A ServSafe sanitation certification course will be offered.  
Resumes will be created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Culinary Arts 2 
 

7281 Early Education and Care 1 – Standard    Gr. 11 - 10 points 

7282 Early Education and Care 1 – Honors    Gr. 11 - 10 points 
This is the first course in a two year major. Social, emotional, intellectual, and physical development of the child from birth to five 
years is studied. Placements at Early Education Programs, preschools, and kindergartens are included, focusing on nurturing and 
guidance skills as well as assisting and observing in the classroom setting. 
Recommended: Health and Human Services 
 

7284 Early Education and Care 2 – Standard    Gr. 12 - 15 points 

7285 Early Education and Care 2 – Honors    Gr. 12 - 15 points 
This is the second course in this sequence. It provides students with instruction in applying growth and development principles and 
guidance techniques. Students will have the opportunity to prepare and implement theme-oriented lesson plans and build a 
curriculum. Placements are provided at elementary schools. Successful students are eligible for Early Education and Care 
certification as a preschool teacher.  Resumes will be created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Early Education and Care 1  
 

7170 Electrical Technology 1 – Standard    Gr. 10, 11 - 10 points 

7171 Electrical Technology 1 – Honors     Gr. 10, 11 - 10 points 
This is the first course in a sequence of three that provides students with entry-level skills essential for employment in the electrical 
field. Students are introduced to hand-tools, wiring methods, common shop practices, safety rules, and the development of skills in 
basic circuit fabrication and testing. Emphasis is placed on Electrical Codes, accuracy and pride in one's work. Hours earned for 
successful completion of Electrical 1, Electrical 2, Electrical 3 applies to Massachusetts state licensure requirements. Students will 
gain an understanding of all aspects of the industry.  
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7173 Electrical Technology 2 – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 - 15 points 

7174 Electrical Technology 2 – Honors     Gr. 11, 12 - 15 points 
This is the second course in a sequence of three that provides students with entry-level skills essential for employment in the 
electrical field. Students design and install various types of circuits used in residential, commercial, and industrial heat, light, and 
power systems. Major topics of study include circuits, hardware, measurement, and the Electrical Codes. Hours earned for 
successful completion of Electrical 1, Electrical 2, Electrical 3 applies to Massachusetts state licensure requirements. A 10-hour 
OSHA certification course will be offered.  
Prerequisite: Electrical Technology 1 
 

7176 Electrical Technology 3 – Standard    Gr. 12 - 15 points 

7177 Electrical Technology 3 – Honors     Gr. 12 - 15 points 
This is the third course in a sequence of three that provides students with entry-level skills essential for employment in the electrical 
field. Emphasis is placed on commercial and industrial equipment such as motors, generators, controllers, transformers, and alarm 
systems. Hours earned for successful completion of Electrical 1, Electrical 2, Electrical 3 applies to Massachusetts state licensure 
requirements. Resumes will be created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Electrical Technology 2 
 

7190 Graphic and Visual Design 1– Standard    Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 

7191 Graphic and Visual Design 1– Honors    Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 
This is the first course in a sequence of three that provides students with entry-level skills essential in the graphic and visual design 
field. Safety, math and measuring, basic layout, design principles, typography, page layout and vector art software are introduced. 
Organizational skills and production practices are studied. Students gain an understanding of all aspects of the industry. 
 

7193 Graphic and Visual Design 2 – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 

7194 Graphic and Visual Design 2 – Honors    Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 
This is the second course in a sequence of three that provides students with a closer look at graphic software applications and visual 
design. Studies will include scanning, color theory, design concepts, critiquing, customer relations, digital printing, photography, 
and image editing using contemporary software.  Students will also study intellectual property law and how it applies to visual 
design.  Students will be introduced to HTML coding.  Web design will be taught using Adobe’s Dreamweaver software. 
Prerequisite: Graphic and Visual Design 1 
 

7196 Graphic and Visual Design 3 – Standard    Gr. 12 - 10 points 

7197 Graphic and Visual Design 3 – Honors    Gr. 12 - 10 points 
This is the third course in a sequence of three that provides student with entry-level skills essential in the graphic communications 
industries. Advanced applications will be used while students showcase their talents with real-world jobs. Students will create 
actual projects that will be used by the school and the community. Video and flash animation will also be introduced. A web page 
will be designed, using all software learned over the three years. Resumes will be created and portfolios produced. 
Prerequisite: Graphic and Visual Design 2 
 

7261 Health and Human Services - Standard    Gr. 10 - 5 points 

7262 Health and Human Services - Honors    Gr. 10 - 5 points 
This one period course is an elective and is designed to introduce students to the health and human service systems with a focus on 
the personal and community level. The course is designed as an interactive, hands-on experience to empower students in decision 
making with regard to their own health and lifestyle, as well as a vehicle to provide an opportunity to explore resources in the 
community and career paths in areas of individual interest in the Health and Human services area. Students will gain an 
understanding of all aspects of the industry. 
 

7264 Health Care Technology – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 

7265 Health Care Technology – Honors    Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 
This two period major is the first course in a two-year sequence. It is included in a core curriculum. This curriculum provides 
students with instruction in basic patient care. Rehabilitation, geriatric nursing principles, and medical terminology are covered. 
The course work also includes clinical placements in long-term care and hospital facilities. A 10-hour OSHA certification course 
will be offered.  Successful students are eligible for state certification as Certified Nurse's Aides. 
Recommended: Health and Human Services 
 

7273 Health Care Technology 2 – Standard    Gr. 12 - 15 points 

7274 Health Care Technology 2 – Honors    Gr. 12 - 15 points 
This course is the second course in a two year major that provides students with instruction in advanced  allied health services and 
patient care skills with disease process and prevention. Clinical placements will be observational experiences in clinics and 
specialty areas.    Areas of special interest may be accommodated. Students will earn American Heart Association Basic Life 
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Support for Health Care Providers.  Resumes will be created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Health Care Technology  
 

7267 Patient Care – Standard      Gr. 12 - 15 points 

7268 Patient Care – Honors      Gr. 12 - 15 points 
Patient Care is the second course in a two-year major that provides students with instruction in advanced patient care skills and 
disease process and prevention. Clinical placement in acute care facilities as well as rotations through several disciplines is 
included. Areas of special interest such as radiology or dietary may be accommodated. Certification will be offered in American 
Heart Association Basic Life Support for Health Care Providers. Students will attain Home Health Aid Certification as a final 
exam.  Resumes will be created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Health Care Technology and CNA Certification 
 

7278 Rehabilitation Sciences – Standard    Gr. 12 - 15 points 

7279 Rehabilitation Sciences – Honors     Gr. 12 - 15 points 
This course is the second in a two-year sequence. Among the topics to be examined in greater depth are: the role of various 
rehabilitation therapists, general pathologies commonly treated by therapists, exercise prescription and testing, rehabilitation of the 
child and adult, sports medicine and emergency management of sports induced trauma. Placement sites may include acute and 
rehabilitation facilities, exercise testing centers, physical education classes and classrooms/clinics for handicapped children. 
Resumes will be created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Health Care Technology  
 

7321 Information Technology 1 – Honors    Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 
In this first course in a sequence of three, students will focus heavily on the diagnosing, troubleshooting, upgrading and repairing of 
Personal Computers (PCs) by learning about microcomputer components, hardware, software, operating systems and other 
input/output devices. Hands on labs are an integral part of this course. The primary goal of this course is to give students the basic 
knowledge and foundation in preparing for and ultimately passing the CompTia A+ Certification Exam. Students will gain an 
understanding of all aspects of the industry. 
 

7324 Information Technology 2 – Honors    Gr. 11, 12 – 10 points 
This is the second course in a series of three. Students will review, prepare and take the A+ certification. Students will delve into 
the basics for the Internet, the World Wide Web, E-mail, virus protection, file management and backup, WAN/LAN Technology, 
Web pages, Web sites and eCommerce. The primary goal of this course is to give students the basic knowledge and foundation in 
preparing for and ultimately passing the CompTIA Network+ Certification Exam. 
Prerequisite: Information Technology 1 
 

7327 Information Technology 3 – Honors    Gr. 12 – 10  points 
The last course in this series of three, students will focus on digital media, information systems and analysis, databases, computer 
programming and going beyond Desktop computing. Students advanced skills are further developed through supervised 
internships.  Resumes will be created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Information Technology 2 
 

7230 Plumbing Technology 1 – Standard    Gr. 10, 11 - 10 points 

7231 Plumbing Technology 1 – Honors      Gr. 10, 11 - 10 points 
This is the first course in a sequence of three that provides students with entry-level skills essential for employment in the Plumber 
and Water Treatment Plant Operator occupations. Major topics include shop safety, measuring, cutting, soldering, threading, and 
caulking. Emphasis is placed on piping and fabrication in accordance with Massachusetts Plumbing and Fuel Codes. Hours earned 
for successful completion of Plumbing 1, 2, 3 apply to Massachusetts state licensure. Students will gain an understanding of all 
aspects of the industry. 
 

7233 Plumbing Technology 2 – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 - 15 points 

7234 Plumbing Technology 2 – Honors     Gr. 11, 12 - 15 points 
This is the second course in a sequence of three that provides students with entry-level skills essential for employment in plumbing 
related occupations.  Students develop skill in estimating, layout, and the installation of plumbing systems.  Hours earned for 
successful completion of Plumbing 1, 2, 3 apply to Massachusetts state licensure. A 10-hour OSHA certification course will be 
offered.  
Prerequisite: Plumbing Technology 1 
 

7236 Plumbing Technology 3 – Standard    Gr. 12 - 15 points 

7237 Plumbing Technology 3 – Honors     Gr. 12 - 15 points 
This is the third course in a sequence of three that provides students with entry-level skills essential for employment in the Plumber 
and Water Treatment Plant Operator occupations. Students install and test complete plumbing systems in a mock-up house, in 
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compliance with the appropriate codes. Gas appliances are installed and tested. Water treatment plant operation and maintenance 
practices are introduced. Students may have the opportunity to work with an instructor on live site-based work experiences. Hours 
earned for successful completion of Plumbing 1, 2, 3 apply to Massachusetts state licensure. Resumes will be created and portfolios 
completed.  
Prerequisite: Plumbing Technology 2 
 

7200 Protective Services 1 Standard     Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 

7201 Protective Services 1 Honors     Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 
This is the first course in a sequence of three that gives students an introduction to the careers in legal and protective services.  The 
curriculum includes the beginning knowledge and application of the laws, rules, regulations, and other influences that govern the 
operation of the components of our nation's criminal justice system and related citizen protective services. Students will gain an 
understanding of all aspects of the industry. 
 

7203 Protective Services 2 Standard     Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 

7204 Protective Services 2 Honors     Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 
This is the second course in a sequence of three that provides students with an introduction to protection systems, private security, 
private investigations, technology security, and environmental safety.  Students learn about national security initiatives, homeland 
security and other federal agencies. 
Prerequisite: Protective Services 1  
 

7206 Protective Services 3 Standard     Gr. 12 - 10 points 

7207 Protective Services 3 Honors     Gr. 12 - 10 points 
This is the third course in a sequence of three that gives students an opportunity to build on the knowledge and to develop and 
apply skills that will assist them in entering the field of protective services.  Students will participate in an emergency dispatcher 
certification program. Field experiences include trips and exercises with Police, Corrections, Judicial System and Fire Departments.  
Certifications may be offered in CPR/AED and First Aid.  Resumes will be created and portfolios completed. 
Prerequisite: Protective Services 2 
 

7220, Welding/Metal Technology 1 – Standard    Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 

7221 Welding/Metal Technology 1 – Honors    Gr. 10, 11 - 5 points 
This is the first course in a sequence of three that provides students with entry-level skills essential for employment in this high-tech 
manufacturing industry. Students will learn all trade related machinery operations, along with welding, metals layout, and the 
cutting and forming of various types of metals. All forms of welding will be to the standards and requirements of the American 
Welding Society. Students will gain an understanding of all aspects of the industry.  
 

7223 Welding/Metal Technology 2 – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 

7224 Welding/Metal Technology 2 – Honors    Gr. 11, 12 - 10 points 
This second year course in a sequence of three prepares students for careers in the metal technology field. Students will learn 
additional welding techniques, metals layout, and the forming of various types of steels. All forms of welding will be to the 
standards of the American Welding Society, so those students will have the opportunity to become certified in welding of metals. A 
10-hour OSHA certification course will be offered. 
Prerequisite: Welding/Metal Technology 1 
 

7226 Welding/Metal Technology 3 – Standard    Gr. 12 – 15 points 

7227 Welding/Metal Technology 3 – Honors    Gr. 12 – 15 points 
This third year course in a sequence of three provides students with entry-level skills essential for employment in the Welder-Fitter 
and Machine Operator occupations. Major topics include programming and operation of computerized robotic machinery and the 
ability to form and cut metals to blueprint requirements. Students will also have the opportunity to become certified as welders to 
the standards of the American Welding Society. This is a plus item in the employment skills market. Resumes will be created and 
portfolios completed.  
Prerequisite: Welding/Metal Technology 2

Quincy High School has been designated a Project Lead the Way Certified school.  As a Project Lead the Way Engineering major, 
to graduate as an Engineering major, it is required that the student take the following four courses: IED (Introduction to 
Engineering Design), POE (Principals of Engineering), DE (Digital Electronics), and CIM (Computer Integrated Manufacturing).  
Successful students in these classes may apply for credit to PLTW (Project Lead the Way) affiliate schools. 
 

7253 Biotechnical Engineering – Advanced    Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
Relevant projects from the diverse fields of bio-technology, bio-engineering, bio-medical engineering, and bio-molecular 
engineering enable students to apply and concurrently develop secondary-level knowledge and skills in biology, physics, 
technology, and mathematics 
Prerequisite: Biology  
 

7254 Civil Engineering and Architecture – Advanced   Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course will take the student from the topographical analysis and revisions of an existing site to the Architectural design 
proposal and working drawing process of a structure for that piece of land.  Groups of two to four students will work in teams, 
working with levels, tapes, and state-of-the-art 3D architectural design software. The design team will explore the needs of the 
community to justify the design solution and create a formal presentation of their solutions. Portfolios will be developed and 
maintained. 
 

7256 Computer Integrated Manufacturing – Advanced   Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
CIM is a course that applies principles of prototyping, robotics, and automation.  It builds on the solid manufacturing skills 
developed in IED. Students will use computer controlled rapid prototyping and CNC equipment to solve problems by constructing 
models of their three-dimensional designs.  Students are introduced to the fundamentals of robotics and to how this equipment is 
used in an automated manufacturing environment. All designs are evaluated using various techniques and modifications before 
producing the prototypes.  Students will be prepared to take the online “End of Course” exam through Rochester Institute of 
Technology for college credit.  
Prerequisite: Introduction to Engineering Design  

Recommended Co-elective: Engineering Design and Development  
 

7255 Digital Electronics – Advanced     Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
This is the second course in a sequence. This is a course in applied digital logic.  Students are introduced to the digital circuits 
found in video games, watches, calculators, digital cameras and thousands of other devices.  The course covers the application of 
digital logic and how digital devices are used to control automated equipment.  The course uses industry standard, electronic design 
software to build circuits and to export designs to a printed circuit auto routing program.  Students will be prepared to take the 
online “End of Course” exam through Rochester Institute of Technology for college credit. 
Recommended Co-elective: Principles of Engineering (to stay on sequence) 
 

7259 Engineering Design and Development – Advanced  Gr. 12 – 5 points 
In this course, students work as a team with one to three other students to design and construct the solution to an engineering 
problem. The problems will involve a wide range of engineering applications.  Students apply the principals they have developed in 
the previous courses. Students maintain a portfolio.  Teams of students are responsible for delivering progress reports and making 
final presentations to an outside review panel. The completed portfolio will be invaluable when the students begin applying to 
colleges. 
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Prerequisite: Digital Electronics, Principals of Engineering 

Recommended Co-elective: Computer Integrated Manufacturing  
 

7249 Introduction to Engineering Design – Honors   Gr. 9, 10, 11 - 5 points 
This course provides students the opportunities to be creative and to develop and apply decision-making and problem-solving skills 
to design problems. Students will use powerful computer hardware and software (Inventor) to develop 3D models or solid 
renderings of objects. Using a Computer Aided Design System, students will learn the product design process through creating, 
analyzing, rendering and producing. Students will gain an understanding of all aspects of the industry. Students will be prepared to 
take the online “end of course” exam through Rochester Institute of Technology for college credit.  
 

7248 Principles of Engineering – Advanced    Gr.10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
This course is designed to introduce students to the large variety of engineering and engineering technology fields and their related 
career opportunities. Students explore fundamental engineering systems and manufacturing processes and apply general problem-
solving skills to a variety of related engineering projects. Students will process all of this through many different forms of 
engineering communications (i.e. – written reports, oral presentations, drawings and models, etc.)  Students will have the 
opportunity to qualify for “End of Course” exam through Rochester Institute of Technology for college credit. 
Prerequisite: Introduction to Engineering Design

Band offers a wide 
range of opportunities as a championship marching band and a concert wind ensemble. 
The course content meets Learning Standard 1, 2 and 8 of the Massachusetts Arts Curriculum Frameworks:

Instruction includes work in vocal production, diction, intonation, and 
numerous choral skills. Ability to read music is not a prerequisite, but note reading will be taught in this course. Students perform a 
broad spectrum of choral music including popular, musical theater, rock, and classical. Concert performances are part of the 
requirement of this course. 
The course content meets Learning Standard 1, 2 and 8 of the Massachusetts Arts Curriculum Frameworks:

6352 Choral Experience – Standard      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 2.5 points 

6353 Choral Experience – Honors     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 2.5 points 
This course may be substituted for Choir only if a schedule conflict exists. Students are expected to fulfill all of the requirements in 
the standard course description. 
 
6361 History of Jazz, Folk and Rock—Honors    Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points  
This course will cover popular music of the 20th century.  Students will learn about the development of music from popular culture 
including recording giants from Louis Armstrong to The Beatles. Students are encouraged to contribute their own favorite music for 
class discussion. 
 

6393 Horizons Choir – Honors      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This ensemble is the select performing group of the high school choral program. The choir performs a varied repertoire including 
jazz, gospel, classical, musical theatre, and other selected choral literature. Rehearsals for this class are scheduled both during and 
outside of school.  Horizons Choir travels and performs extensively outside of school and all performances are mandatory. 
Prerequisite: An audition and/or consent of the instructor is required for this course.  

In addition to Learning Standards 1, 2 and 8, this course meets Learning Standard 3 and 4 of the Massachusetts Arts Curriculum

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6383 Jazz Rock Ensemble – Honors     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Band students who are interested in American music may audition for the Jazz/Rock ensemble.  Course material includes jazz and 
rock instrumental and vocal arrangements of yesterday and today. Improvisation, listening and transcribing, and signing in the 
jazz/rock idiom are components of this course. 
In addition to Learning Standards 1, 2 and 8, this course meets Learning Standard 3 and 4 of the Massachusetts Arts Curriculum 
Frameworks: 

3. Students will use imaginative and reflective thinking during all phases of creating and performing. 
4. Students will use analytical and critical thinking to respond to works of art. 

 

6349 Music Theory – Honors      Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
Honors Music Theory is designed to provide students with a learning experience equivalent to that of an introductory college 
course in music theory.  This course should develop a student’s ability to recognize, understand, describe, and analyze the basic 
materials and processes of music that are heard or presented in a score.   
 
6371 Solo Voice—Honors      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This class will concentrate on individual vocal instruction. Each student will be assigned three songs for solo voice to sing 
throughout the year. Students will choose from the following genres: jazz, classical, folk, and musical theatre. Group work will 
involve music notation, sight-singing, and introductory music theory. All students enrolled in this class will audition for the Eastern 
District Music Festival.

In this course, students will explore the craft of acting by developing their skills in improvisation, vocal interpretations that express 
a dramatic character.  Actors will sharpen their skills by rehearsing presenting and peer-evaluating pantomimes, monologues and 
scenes. 
 
6329 Advanced Acting and Directing – Honors    Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
In this course, students will utilize skills learned in acting 1 to further develop their abilities to portray three-dimensional 
characters.  Students will be expected to analyze and present Monologues and scenes from classic plays.  Peer evaluation is a large 
part of the course, along with practicing and applying improvisational skills.  During the second semester, students will learn 
directing techniques and apply them to scenes that are rehearsed and presented. 
Prerequisite:  Acting 1 

 
6328 The Art of Playwriting – Honors     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
The art of developing a script from conception to performance requires not only a strong desire to express your creativity, but a 
desire to do so specifically to see your ultimate product come alive on stage.  Playwriting reinforces composition and creative 
writing skills, while exploring character development, dialogue, setting, plot and theme in a way that is unique to theatre.  Over the 
course of the year, the students will develop their own one-act plays with the ultimate goal of presentation with members of the 
advanced acting, directing and stagecraft classes. 
 
6399 Artistry Independent Study     Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
In this differentiated and interdisciplinary course, students will choose one or more areas of concentration.  They will then propose, 
design, research and develop a thesis project.  These projects can be based in, but not limited to, fashion design, the performing

arts, technical theatre and design, the visual arts, vocal or instrumental music and arts education. 
Prerequisites:  Department Head approval. 

 

6327 Introduction to Theatre - Honors     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
Introduction to Theatre begins students down the fascinating world of live theater.  Students will learn the process of close 
examination of scripts ranging from classical Greek drama to current American musicals, along with major periods in between.  
This class will also allow students to look at shows through the eyes of theatrical designers, actors and directors in addition to 
providing a strong fundamental base of theatre history, management, design and performance. 
 
6339 Stagecraft and Design – Honors     Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Stagecraft and Design is designed to provide a basic education in the fundamentals of stage lighting, sound execution, set 
construction, scenic painting, costume and make-up techniques and basic theatrical stage production skills. This course offers 
technical theater students a comprehensive hands-on training program that combines these skills with the practical knowledge for 
execution. Students will have many opportunities to perform in support roles for school productions.  
 

6321 Story Telling – Honors      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Story telling is an ancient art form that has entertained cultures world-wide for thousands of years.  In this course, students will 
develop and practice public speaking and acting techniques through the oral interpretation of literature.  They will rehearse and 
participate in class presentations of staged readings including excerpts from young adult literature, monologues and poetry.  The 
staged readings of children’s literature will be developed towards the goal of entertaining live audiences of elementary school 
students. 
 
6338 Theatre Management - Honors     Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points 
Theatre Management teaches students the business aspect of theatrical production.  Marketing, publicity, fund raising; all are 
important parts of producing a show, and in this class students will look at all aspects of what it takes to mount a production.  This 
class will participate in campaigns directly involved with the school’s theatrical productions, while looking at professional 
techniques that have made lasting impacts on the world of theatre.  
 

Career and Technical Education Electives 
 
Business and Career and Technical Education courses prepare students for college, entry-level jobs, and personal use.  Students are 
provided with a wide selection of courses in grades 9 through 12.  Programs are available to all students and cover a wide selection 
of interests.  These courses support the Massachusetts Curriculum Frameworks in specific skill areas as well as thinking and 
communicating, gaining and applying knowledge, and working and contributing.

5272 Bank Training/Finance Course – Standard   Gr. 11, 12 – 2.5 points 

5282 Banking Internship - Standard      Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points 
These one-semester courses are designed to prepare students for employment as bank tellers or entry level positions within the 
banking or finance industry.  Students will learn skills and tasks which are relevant to handling banking and personal finance 
transactions.  Classroom knowledge will be directly applied to working in the local community bank school branch.  This course 
has been aligned in accordance with the NCTM Standards, NBEA Computation Standards, and the Massachusetts Curriculum 
Framework Standards.  

Semester One ~ Grade 12 2.5 Credits / Banking Internship ~ Grade 12  2.5 Credits 
Semester Two ~ Grade 11 2.5 Credits / Banking Internship ~ Grade 11  2.5 Credits 

NOTE:  Students must elect both courses to participate in the program. 
 

5303 Broadcasting Technology Introduction – Standard  Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course provides students with an introduction to the operation of television studio equipment and the production of television 
programs.  Skills developed include camera operation, editing, lighting, and scripting.  Competencies gained in this course will 
allow students to sequence into the Broadcasting major where their skills will be built upon this foundation. 
 
5022 Business Law—Standard      Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points 

5023 Business Law—Honors      Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points 
Explore the foundations of business and personal law topics that affect our everyday lives. Law for Business and Personal Use 
explores contracts, criminal law, consumer protection, wills and estates, marriage and divorce, property law, agency, employment 
contracts, unions, commercial paper, and credit obligations all while having fun examining real cases. 
 

5310 Career Internship – Standard     Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points 

5312 Career Internship – Standard     Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
School to Career Internship is available to juniors and seniors. The work experiences are designed for each student or class, 
individually, by the recommending teacher. The work experiences will vary in length depending on the needs of the students and/or 
the class. 
 

5103 College Accounting 1 – Honors     Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Come and join our award winning college accounting program. Accounting is the language of business.  This course introduces the 
financial foundation for any career of your choice.  It is an introduction to the principles, concepts, and procedures of beginning 
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accounting for a service business and corporation. Learning how to manage your checking account will be covered. Students will 
be introduced to Peachtree accounting, the latest software in business today. 
This course meets 5 of the 15 point math requirements. 

 

5113 College Accounting 2 – Honors     Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
Accounting 2 expands the principles, functions and procedures introduced in college Accounting I. Advanced applications and 
decision-making based on financial reports are emphasized in this course. Peachtree accounting software and Excel will be used 
with each chapter introduced. Guest speakers from area accounting firms will also be visiting classes. 
Prerequisite: College Accounting 1 

 

5123 College Accounting 3 – Honors     Gr. 12 - 5 points 
This advanced course is for students who have decided to major in business or accounting in college  Topics included in this course 
will be: internal control and the voucher system, departmentalized profit and cost centers, job order cost accounting.  Field trips to 
business schools will also be conducted. 
Prerequisite:  College Accounting 2 

 

5140 Computer Drafting and Blueprint Reading (CAD)– Standard Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points 
In this semester course students who choose construction technology will learn valuable skills in technical sketching, computer 
drafting, blueprint reading, and estimating.  
 

5012 Computer Applications1: Computer/Word Skills – Standard Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 2.5 points 

5014 Computer Applications1: Introduction to MS Office – Standard Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 2.5 points 
These courses are designed to give students the ability to operate the computer keyboard by touch, as well as become familiar with 
the basics of document formatting through the use of Microsoft Office word processing in the first semester.  The second semester 
course emphasizes the computer keyboard as a tool for communication and data entry skill building.  Students will also be 
introduced to an overview of Microsoft Office Suite. 
 

5194 Computer Applications 2: Advanced Word/PowerPoint – Honors Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 2.5 points 

5195 Computer Applications 2: Excel/Access – Honors   Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 2.5 points 
These courses are designed to introduce students to the fundamental features of Microsoft Office.  The course covers in detail: 
advanced word processing, spreadsheet, database, and presentations.  It also stresses integration of the MS Office applications. 
Prerequisite: Computer Applications 1 

 

5197 Computer Applications 3: Microsoft Office Simulation - Honors Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points 

5198 Computer Applications 3: MOS Certification Preparation – Honors Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points 
The first semester of this course is designed to simulate an office environment with advanced knowledge of Microsoft Office and 
integration of all Microsoft applications. (Word, Excel, Access and PowerPoint) Integration is taught through the simulation 
software, Cyberstop.  The second semester is based upon Microsoft Corporation approved course material as courseware for the 
Microsoft Office User Specialist (MOS) Program. Upon completion of this second course, students have an in-depth knowledge of 
MS Office applications and concepts, and may choose to take the MOS Core Certification Examinations.  
Prerequisite: Computer Applications 1, Computer Applications 2 recommended 

 

5301 Construction Skills Introduction – Standard   Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course introduces students to the field of construction.  Students will learn the fundamentals of layout, design, safety and job 
pricing.  Students will participate in projects that will utilize theory, hand tools, and power tools.   
 

5302 Culinary Arts Introduction – Standard    Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course provides students with the entry level skills essential in the cooking and baking areas of restaurant management.  
Students learn basic methods of preparing meats, poultry, vegetables, and fish as well as baking breads and rolls. Students will gain 
an understanding of all aspects of the industry.  
 

5072 Desktop Publishing – Standard     Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points 

5073 Desktop Publishing – Honors     Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points 
This course will enable students to integrate text and graphics to produce professional quality documents such as newsletters, 
brochures, forms, fliers, reports, newspapers and advertisements using Publisher software.  Color and glossy copies will be created 
for distribution. 
Prerequisite:  Computer Applications 1 
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5280 ELL Business 1 – Standard     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is specifically designed as an introduction to business for the ELL student. The students will learn keyboarding and 
word processing fundamentals. They will also learn about personal money management, how to complete job applications, 
resumes, interviewing skills, careers in business, marketing, and management. 
Prerequisite: Approval in the ELL Program 

 

5175 Entertainment Management – Standard    Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points 
This course will help students develop an understanding of how management and marketing principles and strategies are applied in 
the sports and entertainment industry.  Students will explore the history of the industry, products, economic impact, pricing, 
strategies, promotions, branding, licensing, research and careers.  Students will also analyze actual strategies, plans, and 
management techniques culminating in case studies to develop their own sports and entertainment marketing plans. 
 
5232 Entrepreneurship – Standard     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12– 2.5 points 

5233 Entrepreneurship – Honors     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12– 2.5 points 
This course is designed to teach students the basic skills necessary to start, own and operate a business.  Topics will include the 
social, ethical, and legal responsibilities, and economic, and financial management aspects of business ownership in a global 
economy.  Students will research career opportunities and write a business plan. 
 
6142 Fashion Technology 1– Standard     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 

6143 Fashion Technology 1 – Honors     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
Fashion Technology provides the skills for students to make their own clothes, which are designed to their style and budget.  This 
course requires no previous sewing ability and is designed to make sewing easy and fun.  Students will also study the influence of 
ancient societies on modern fashion.  Students gain an understanding of all aspects of the industry. 
 

6144 Fashion Technology 2– Standard     Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 

6145 Fashion Technology 2 – Honors     Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course is a continuation of Fashion Technology 1 and is open to students who wish to further develop sewing skills.  Students 
will explore the businesses related to clothing and will participate in advanced clothing construction, research contemporary 
fashion designers, and explore color theory and fashion illustration. 
Prerequisite: Fashion Technology 1 
 

6148 Fashion Technology Major – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 

6149 Fashion Technology Major - Honors    Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course will enable students to determine a particular field of interest in the fashion industry, while remaining up to date on 
fashion trends.  Students will work on independent study projects as well as create and sew fashionable clothes.  Students may 
direct and produce a Fashion Show.  Resumes will be created and portfolios produced. 
Prerequisite: Fashion Technology 2 
 

5212 International Business – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points 

5213 International Business – Honors     Gr. 11, 12 - 2.5 points 
This course examines business management and administration in a global economy.  Topics covered in this course will include the 
principles and processes of export sales, trade controls, foreign operations and related problems, monetary issues, international 
business policy and applications of doing business in specific countries and markets.  Case studies will encourage students to 
evaluate and discuss courses of action taken by companies and industries in the global marketplace.  
 

5306 Graphic Arts Introduction – Standard    Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
This course provides students with entry-level skills essential in the graphic and visual design field. Safety, math and measuring, 
basic layout, design principles, typography, page layout and vector art software are introduced. Organizational skills and 
production practices are studied. Competencies gained in this course may allow students to sequence into a Graphic and Visual 
Design major where skills will be built on this foundation. 
 

5331 Robotics Introduction - Standard     Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 

5332 Robotics Introduction – Honors     Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
Students will participate in a project-based experience of mechanical, electrical, and fluid systems and each of their subsystems.  
Through the engineering-design process we will explore the nature of science and technology including brainstorming, prototyping, 
and computer aided design.  In this course we will explore the emergence, evolution, and future of robotics, including control 
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systems and nanotechnology.  While enrolled in this course students will be highly encouraged to participate in the Quincy Public 
Schools FIRST robotics club as it will have a major impact on course curricula. 
Prerequisite:  Intro to Science Technology, or Principles of Technology, or Physics 1 

 

5173 Management and Economics – Honors    Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course introduces the student to concepts of economics as it relates to American Business. Concepts include S scarcity, 
choice, opportunity costs, personal decision-making, productivity, economic systems, institutions, incentives, exchange, money, 
interdependence, markets, prices, competition, supply and demand, and the roles of consumers, governments, and citizens. 
Knowledge and understanding of these concepts offers the necessary analytical tool for addressing economic issues, both personal 
and societal. 
 
5176 Marketing - Standard      Gr. 10, 11, 12 - 2.5 points 
Students will learn about the operations and management of public assembly facilities such as stadiums, arenas, performing art 
centers, athletic venues, sports tracks, amphitheaters and convention centers. 
This course will cover how management techniques can be applied to solve business problems.  Students will become familiar with 
career opportunities in management 
 

5145 Personal Finance – Honors     Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points 
This half-year course introduces students to the world of money management and finance.  Students will learn how to manage their 
money by gaining knowledge about their financial options and responsibilities.  Topics included in this course consist of budgeting, 
saving, balancing a checkbook, consumer credit, the finances of housing, and investing. It is highly recommended that students 
complete this course before graduation. 
 

5152 Personal Finance - Standard     Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
This course meets a math graduation requirement.  Students will develop understanding in the essential fundamentals of math and 
managing money. Students will be introduced to managing money in the areas of transportation, housing, food costs, gross and net 
pay, job benefits, establishing and managing credit, taxes, interest and investments.  
 
5244 Personal Finance for Seniors – Standard    Gr. 12 – 1.25 points 

5245 Personal Finance for Seniors – Honors    Gr. 12 – 1.25 points 
Seniors are strongly encouraged to sign up for this one term course which will prepare them to go forward in the world knowing 
how to manage their finances.  Students will learn how to balance a budget and checkbook, manage credit and loans, save, and 
invest their money responsibly.  
 

5076 Public Speaking – Honors     Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points 
You will become comfortable speaking in front of a group of people. You will learn to listen as well as you speak.  You will 
enhance your writing and researching skills. This course will help you prepare for presentations in high school and for future use in 
college presentations. 
 

5309 Publishing – Honors      Gr. 12 – 5 points 
Students will be introduced to all aspects of the printing industry including sales and marketing, design, desktop publishing, 
scanning, prepress, page layout, photography and offset printing. Organizational skills and production practices will be performed. 
Students will assist the yearbook advisor in producing and editing the senior yearbook. 
Prerequisite: Approval to register for this class must be given by the CTE Department Head and the Yearbook Advisor. 

 

5314 Teacher Assistant – Standard     Gr. 11, 12 – 2.5 points 

5315 Teacher Assistant – Standard     Gr. 11, 12 - 5 points 
The Teacher-Assistant Aide is a student who assists a teacher in the classroom, i.e., a third year culinary student might help with 
the first year Culinary class, or an AP Biology student might assist the Biology 1 students. The teacher must formally recommend 
the student to the Teacher Assistant Guidance Counselor.  The student must provide the coordinator with a teacher assistant 
curriculum plan. 
Prerequisite: Teacher Recommendation 

 

5304 Welding Technology Introduction – Standard   Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 
This course provides students with an introduction to the standards of the American Welding Society, including safety, measuring 
devices, machinery, hand-tool usage, shielded and gas metal arc welding, and other aspects of the industry. This elective is 
recommended for Construction and Automotive majors. Competencies gained in this course may allow students to sequence into a 
welding major where skills will be built on this foundation. 
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Community Service Learning 

 
Community Service Learning is a program for students in grades 9 - 12. Usually the volunteer services will be performed after 
school hours or on weekends. Community Service and Community Service Learning opportunities are available in such agencies as 
after school day care, health care, recreation, senior citizen housing, and homeless shelters. The Community Service Coordinator 
will recommend to the principal the amount of credit to be awarded. Credit will usually be awarded at the end of the fourth term.  A 
student who has completed service through another school organization or service learning class and has met Service Learning 
guidelines may receive credit.

This is a program for students in grades 9-12. Usually the volunteer services will be performed after school hours or on weekends. 
Community Service and Community Service Learning opportunities are available in such agencies as after school day care, health 
care, recreation, and senior citizen housing. A student who has completed service through another school organization or service 
learning class and has met Service Learning guidelines may receive credit through the Community Service Learning/Community 
Service Program.

3284 Student Leadership 1 – Honors     Gr. 10, 12 - 5 points 
This course provides an opportunity for students in grades 10 or 12 to develop fundamental leadership skills through mentoring 
incoming freshman.  In small and large group settings, student leaders learn and teach skills in the areas of communication, 
problem solving, diversity, teamwork and trust.  Incoming leaders develop interpersonal skills in the areas of planning, time 
management, curriculum delivery and assessment.  Leadership is designed for students willing to challenge themselves and build 
personal skills in and out of the classroom.  Offsite field trips and camps may be scheduled throughout the year.  
 
3285 Student Leadership 2 – Honors     Gr. 12 - 5 points 
Building on Student Leadership 1, this course develops students’ existing leadership skills by extending their responsibilities in the 
classroom setting.  Leadership 2 students are expected to continue their work with the freshman class by maintaining acquired skills 
in the areas of communication, problem solving, diversity, teamwork, and trust.  They will also be required to mentor and train 
newer leaders entering the class via Student Leadership 1.  Offsite field trips and camps may be scheduled throughout the year.  
Prerequisite:  Student Leadership 1

1080   Academic Decathlon    9, 10, 11, 12 H  2.5 
1090   Academic Decathlon 2   9, 10, 11, 12 H  2.5 
 
1080 Academic Decathlon – Honors     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 – 2.5 points 
Participants in this course prepare for local team competition in the prestigious and challenging United States Academic Decathlon.  
This premier national high school academic competition features ten events focused on an annual theme.  The ten events are 
Language and Literature, Mathematics, Science, Social Studies, Economics, Music, Art, Essay Composition, Public Speaking, and 
Interview.  This course is recommended for students at all levels who want to prove that they can learn about one particular 
historical era in great depth and improve upon the study skills necessary to succeed in a highly competitive college. 
 

1090 Academic Decathlon 2 – Honors     Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 - 2.5 points 
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This course continues the work begun in Academic Decathlon 1, the preparation of Quincy High School’s United States Academic 
Decathlon Team, when the team succeeds in earning a place in the state competition.  Particular emphasis will be on essay 
composition and public speaking as the team members continue to study the designated historical era. 
Prerequisite:  Academic Decathlon 1 

 
Work-Based Learning 

 
The Work Based Learning program provides work-based learning opportunities that are closely coordinated with classroom 
learning and that can assist students to develop the broad skills and competencies needed in the workplace, not just for a first job or 
a specific occupation, but for a lifetime. Grade 11students may elect this program with QHS administrative approval.

The Work-Based Learning Program applies school-learned skills to the workplace.  The program will assist students to develop the 
broad skills and competencies needed in today’s workforce.  The student will obtain part-time employment which occurs during the 
school day. 
This program supports the fundamentals of the Common Core of Learning and the Common Chapters of the Massachusetts 
Curriculum Frameworks including: 
Thinking and Communicating 
Gaining and Applying Knowledge 
Working and Contributing 
 

The eligibility criteria are: 
The student must be in grade 11 or grade 12. 
The student must pass the Mass. Comprehensive Assessment Test in all areas in grade 10. 
The student must be employed during part of the school day. 
The placement must familiarize students with career options, requirements and marketable skills needed for employment and 
workplace literacy. 
 
9001 Pathways to Employment – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 – 2.5 points  
In this one semester course students will complete an assessment of their interest and talents to begin focusing on a career pathway.  
This course will also prepare students for employment through the application and interviewing process.  The course will also help 
the students to develop work readiness skills to obtain and keep a job.  The student will begin and maintain a portfolio throughout 
the course.  Students are required to take this course to enroll in Work-Based Learning 
 
9006 Work-Based Learning (2 Periods) – Standard    Gr. 11, 12 – 10 points  

9007 Work-Based Learning (1 Period)) – Standard   Gr. 11, 12 – 5 points  
Students are required to take Pathways to Employment in order to enroll in Work-Based Learning. 
 

Physical Education 
 
Every student in Grades 9 through 12 is required to take Physical Education.   Through participation in physical education, 
students have the opportunity to grow in positive ways in terms of their physical health, social skills, self-esteem, and moral 
reasoning.

This course acquaints grade 9-12 students with cardiovascular fitness, fallacies regarding exercise and health and a number of 
evaluation techniques as each relate to physical and total conditioning. Students will have the opportunity to design and develop an 
appropriate personal fitness program that enables them to achieve a desired level of fitness. 
Prerequisites: None 

The Quincy Public Schools requires students to successfully pass Physical Education for 9-12 in order to meet graduation 

requirements. 

 
9206 Lifetime Sports and Recreational Activities    Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 (Offered Quarter 1) 

This course allows students to engage in an in-depth study of the personal health benefits that can be obtained through lifetime 
sports and recreational activities. Students will explore activities in the areas of (1) health-related fitness 9cardiovascular 
endurance, muscular strength and endurance, flexibility, and body composition), (2) team sports, (3) individual sports, and (4) 
aquatics. The course will allow students to develop and refine skills and attitudes that promote lifelong fitness. 
Prerequisites: None 

The Quincy Public Schools requires students to successfully pass Physical Education for 9-12 in order to meet graduation 

requirements. 

 
9200 Physical Education      Gr. 9, 10, 11 12 - 1 point (Offered Quarters 1, 2, 3, 4) 

A professionally designed and regularly administered grades 9-12 physical education curriculum provides an important dimension 
to secondary education. Through participation in physical education, students have the opportunity to grow in positive ways in 
terms of their physical health, social skills, self-esteem and moral reasoning. The instructional program includes: Wellness/fitness 
activities in the wellness center: team sports including basketball, flag football, softball, volleyball, floor hockey; dual sports 
including badminton and tennis. All activities include skill development, rules of play, play strategy, and warm-up and training 
techniques. 
Prerequisites: None 

The Quincy Public Schools requires students to successfully pass Physical Education for 9-12 in order to meet graduation 

requirements. 

 
9207 Tennis        Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 (Offered Quarter 4) 

This course is designed to present students’ instruction in the fundamental skills, regulations, playing strategies, and care and 
selection of equipment relative to beginners and intermediate level tennis.  Ongoing assessment includes both written and 
performance-based skill evaluation. 
Prerequisites: None 

The Quincy Public Schools requires students to successfully pass Physical Education for 9-12 in order to meet graduation 

requirements. 

 
9280 ELL Wellness- Standard      Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12 – 5 points 

This course is specifically designed as a health and wellness course for the ELL student, many of whom are new arrivals to the 
country. In this course, students will be introduced to beneficial healthy living practices and wellness strategies in their new culture. 
The class will focus on topics such physical health, social and emotional health, safety and prevention, and personal and 
community health information.

8194 ELA Skills Plus – Standard     Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 1.25 points 
This one-term course offers intensive remedial work on MCAS-based skills for seniors, juniors, and sophomores.  Seniors who 
have not passed the MCAS will be given priority for the fall semester.  While this class is specifically geared towards preparing 
students for the MCAS exam, it also fosters skills useful in any classroom environment. 
 

8176 ELL Skills Plus English - Standard    Gr. 9, 10, 11, 12- 1.25 points 
This one-term course offers MCAS support for students whose primary language is not English.  The class, team taught by a 
member of the English department and a member of the ELL department, will teach students basic test-taking skills and strategies 
in addition to strengthening students’ reading and writing abilities. 
 

8195 Math Skills Plus – Standard     Gr. 10, 11, 12 – 1.25 points 
This course offers intensive remedial work on MCAS based skills for seniors, juniors and sophomores. Seniors who have not 
passed the MCAS will be given priority for the fall semester. Those sophomores identified, as needing additional help will fill 
additional class space. Students on an EPP and those juniors who have not passed the MCAS by the second semester will get 
priority in that schedule as will any sophomores who could not be scheduled during the fall. All students will be able to use the 
"Successmaker" software that calls target specific areas of remediation. 
 

8186, 8187 SAT Preparation – Honors     Gr. 11, 12 – 1.25 points 
Each quarter long course is required of all college-bound juniors in addition to their regular English and mathematics courses.   It is 
also recommended for any student who is interested in taking the SAT.  Students take the mathematics section for one term (ten 
weeks) and the English section for the other term (ten weeks).  English/mathematics content and test-taking strategies are 
emphasized.  The mathematics portion of the course provides a comprehensive review of the topics covered in the mathematics 
portion of the SAT I Reasoning Test. The mathematics portion of the SAT I focuses on a student's reasoning and problem solving 
abilities in four categories: arithmetic, algebra, geometry and miscellaneous topics (patterns, special symbols, logical analysis, 
probability, statistics, and data interpretation). Throughout the course students learn the shortcuts, strategies and critical thinking 
skills needed to succeed for this test. 
Prerequisites:  All students who take English 11 Honors or American Literature Advanced must take this course.  If a college 

bound student in other classes needs the skills, he or she may take the course. 

 

8197 Skills Plus 2 – Standard      Gr. 12 - 2.5 points 
This pass / fail course is for students who have completed the Skills Plus 2 course but need additional help to pass the MCAS.  
Students will be assessed at the beginning of the course for strengths and weaknesses in whatever portion(s) of the MCAS test that 
they still have to pass.  Successful completion of the course will require consistent effort and attendance as well as progress towards 
mastering essential skills.

Heritage Program 
The Heritage Program was created to provide extra support and structure to entering ninth graders who may need assistance 
transitioning into high school and to create a successful ninth grade experience.  Students are taught and monitored by a 
programmed staff and team of teachers.  This team will closely monitor the Heritage students, make necessary home contacts, teach 
a ninth grade curriculum and create a program that will enrich the high school experience.  The students will have access to a 
program coordinator and adjustment counselor throughout the day for extra support.  
 

Special Programs 
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Extended Vocational Alternative Program 

The Extended Vocational Alternative (EVA) is a substantially separate special education program. The goal of the program is to 
provide academic and vocational instruction to students within a small and nurturing environment.  Specially designed instruction 
is provided within a resource room setting where teaching strategies may include frequent repetition, hands-on activities, 
experimental learning, and the breaking down of skills into manageable components. Students in the EVA Program are 
academically challenged to achieve to their highest potential. They are given opportunities to explore a variety of vocational 
options before selecting one upon which to focus skill development. The long range objective of the program is to assist in the 
development of socially competent young adults who are skillful within academic and work environments.

The Quincy Teen Mothers Program is an alternative school which provides educational and social services to teenage mothers and 
pregnant girls who have not completed high school.  The mission of this program is to provide individualized academic and 
vocational curriculum for each student, full time child care services during the school day, and a broad range of social services. 
 
Significantly, the students will learn, often for the first time, to shape goals for themselves and their children.  For many girls, 
joining the QTMP to complete their education will man a second chance, giving them sense of accomplishment in school, the 
support and acceptance of peers, and assistance in learning where and how to ask for help.
